Dynamics of the development of modern society, the growth of scientific
information, the rapid change of technologies provides grounds for significant
changes in the field of education. Introduction of the new concept of education and
artistic and aesthetic education of young people [2] requires new approaches and
development of innovative pedagogical technologies capable of actively influencing
the formation of the aesthetic culture of youth and encouraging young people to
communicate with the teacher, including perception and better remembering of visual
materials. It should also be said that the basis of the successful system of education
and upbringing becomes an urgent need to improve and apply new teaching methods
to the teaching material in practice, which also depends on the professional
competence of the teacher's teaching experience and teaching skills. Therefore, today
in front of the pedagogical community there is an important problem to introduce
interesting new ideas and pedagogical innovations in the initial activities of the
institutions, which would contribute to raising the general educational level of young
people and creating the proper pedagogical process of education.

Under pedagogical innovative technologies means a qualitatively new set of
forms, methods and means of training, education and management, which brings
significant changes in the result of the pedagogical process [7]. An important problem
of pedagogical technology is to provide a holistic pedagogical impact, oriented not on
individual qualities of the individual, but on the structure of the individual as a whole.

Fundamentally new pedagogical 1ideas require a reorientation of
methodological work on the search and development of innovative ways of
developing all the components of education, the formation in the educational
environment of a new pedagogical mind at all levels of pedagogical activity.

The most popular in teachers are the following pedagogical technologies: 1)
informational-developing, which includes a presentation by the teacher of theoretical
information during a lecture or seminar session; the organization of independent work
of students on the study of new knowledge on theoretical sources, instructions,
computer teaching aids.

2) Activity-oriented, it’s aimed at training a professional capable of
successfully solving the tasks. These technologies include the analysis of production
situations, the solution of situational production tasks, business games, modeling of
professional activities in the educational process, the organization of professionally
directed research and research, etc.

3) Developing, it’s aimed at the professional development of a future specialist
capable of creative work, to independently determine the ways and means of solving
problem industrial situations, etc. These technologies include — problem education,
problem lectures, seminars, training discussions, laboratory and practical work with
research elements, activities and games.

4) Personally oriented, whose purpose is to form an active, creative personality
of a future specialist capable of independently building and adjusting his educational
and cognitive activity. These technologies include classroom (insignificant) and
extra-curricular independent activities of students, work on an individual plan,
research work, project method, etc.

Therefore, the main aim of modern education is the development of high-
intellectual, the all-round and harmonious development of personality, which is
capable of self-education and self-realization, in its activity, a conscious person with
a public position, ready for a competitive choice of his place in life. To achieve it, the
teacher of foreign language has to combine the communicative and cognitive
purposes [7; 11].

On the other hand Doug Harward presents key trends for 2017 of innovations
in Educational Technology. These key trends for 2017 reflect how the training industry
continues to evolve and are: 1) Investment in Educational Technologies Continues to
Increase; 2) The Ubiquity of Learning Libraries; 3) Adopting Campaign Marketing to
Enhance Learner Engagement; 4) Adaptive Learning (personalizing the learning
experience); 5) Multimodal Learning (these multiple touches transform training from an
event into an extended learning experience); 6) Burst Training Campaigns Growing for
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Sourcing Engagements; 7) Shifting to a Culture of Coaching; 8) Evolution of Gaming
Theory and Mechanics; 9) Smaller Class Sizes; 10) Insourced Spend Increasing [9].

In summary, educational process is carried out with the help of various forms
of work, the choice of which depends on the content and tasks of classes, age
characteristics of students. One of the conditions for the effectiveness of the
educational process is the selection of teaching methods. Using a variety of methods
and equipment in the training process affects both the learning process and its
outcome. Modern pedagogical technologies and innovative teaching methods are an
integral part of the educational process.

Consequently, modern education should be innovative in nature, since in this
way we have the opportunity to immerse the teaching material in an artificially
created social environment and enable students to experience the usefulness of
knowledge and skills at an institution.
