theoretical aspect of training

The article deals with modern approaches to information competence of future teachers. The interpretations of the following
concepts as “media education”, “media literacy” and others are considered. The principal tasks for training future teachers
for professional activity are suggested.

1t is substantiated that the search for psychological and pedagogical frameworks to upgrade the level of informatization
of the educational process, which integrate computer and pedagogical technologies and ensure the building information com-
petence of future teachers. At the same time, it is determined that these technologies encourage interest for learning, help
to comprehend all possibilities of multimedia technologies for teaching and studying disciplines. It provides both education
and development of students.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the theoretical aspects and substantiate the conceptual approaches to building
information competence of future teachers, media literacy and readiness to implement media projects in professional activities.

Information competence is defined as a complex of integrated and systematic personal education, which harmoniously
combines a set of universal and humanistic ideas, values, emotional experience, ideological level of education, universal ways
of learning, behavioral algorithms and methods of communication, self-communication as well as development in information
society.

1t is proved that the ability to use information, telecommunication and computer technologies to solve professional problems
has become a mandatory component of information competence of a modern teacher. No less important task of training is also
to build media culture of teachers that is considered as the ability to perceive and evaluate media texts, to be media creative, to
acquire new knowledge in the field of mass media.

Shvets T. E. The correlation of the basic concepts of the tutoring process

The purpose of the article is to analyze the basic concepts of the tutoring process, namely: tutoring system, tutoring, tutoring
activity, tutoring support. The article defines their role and place in the tutoring process, as well as their own vision of their
relationship, which allows them to simultaneously see and understand the relationship and the substantive and functional differ-
ence between them. Based on the study of scientific publications, researchers analyzed the interpretation of the basic concepts
of the tutoring process, namely: tutoring system, tutoring, tutoring activity, tutoring support. The article attempts to identify
the dominant positions of scientists in understanding their nature, role and place in the tutoring process, as well as views on
their relationship. It is proposed to combine the concepts of tutoring system, tutoring, tutoring activity, tutoring support in
certain pairs, in which, in the opinion of the author of the article, the most specific relationship between them and even certain
correlations arise. Such pairs are: tutoring system and tutoring, tutoring and tutoring activity, tutoring and tutoring support.
1t is noted that the tutoring system is understood as a broader and more comprehensive concept, and tutoring is an element
of this system. The article emphasizes the need to distinguish between the concepts of "tutoring activity" and "activity of a tutor”,
which are not identical. It is emphasized that tutoring is based on a subject-subject basis, which is characterized by the follow-
ing procedural actions: cooperation and interaction of both subjects of activity, the tutor and the pupil. The opinion is expressed
that tutoring should not be reduced only to the activities of a tutor in the form of tutoring support, because tutoring is a much
broader concept. The author proposes the following vision of the relationship of the above pairs: identical concepts in essence
and content are tutoring and tutoring activity, in terms like tutoring system and tutoring, tutoring and tutoring support, the for-
mer appear to be broader and more extensive than tutoring and tutoring support, which can be considered part of the former.
