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Annotation. The report analyzes the attitude of Russian religious philosophy to the legacy of Kant. The author
argues that rejection Russian thought the philosophy of Kant is explained by inadmissibility of the main postulate of his
philosophy — the moral law is rooted in man himself, he is not outside it.
