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Bielova O. Outline of the problem of the development of the lexical level of speech in children of older preschool
age with logopathology

The article examines the results of a theoretical and experimental study of the lexical level of speech in older preschool chil-
dren with logopathology and normotypical psychophysical development. The formation of the lexical level in older preschoolers
is indicated by: the ability to use different levels of generalized word meanings in speech, establishing meaningful connections
between words; use of semantic learning techniques; grammatical agreement of speech constructions. Insufficiently developed
lexical skills in children with specific speech disorders creates communicative difficulties during their speech activity in the con-
ditions of play and learning. Ignoring this problem leads to regressive consequences in the process of mastering the educational
program in primary grades. The purpose of the study is to study the current state of formation of the lexical level of speech in
older preschool children with speech pathology. Research methods are tasks that are aimed at researching impressive (under-
standing the meanings of words) and expressive speech (telling a picture, classifying concepts, determining the opposite mean-
ing of a word). The results of the study show that the lexical level of speech is unevenly developed in children with logopathology,
as compared to normal psychophysical development: there are older preschoolers (from different categories, especially with
dyslalia) who have sufficiently formed passive and active vocabularies; the second group experiences more problems in expres-
sive speech than in impressive speech, others do not understand many of the given words, experience problems when composing
a story that is characterized by uniformity; have difficulty classifying concepts and identifying words with opposite meanings.
