Tolerance and peacefulness,
environmental safety and human rights,
democracy and solidarity, a number of
other values can serve as those spiritual
heights, on which new teacher will be
prepared.

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UNIFICATION FOR THE SAKE OF FUTURE
Report at the Board meeting of the Association of Rectors

of Pedagogical Universities in Europe

Honourable Colleagues!

Let me express my gratitude for
the participation in the historically vital
process of the unification of efforts of the
European Pedagogical Community in
the domain of training the Newly Formed
Teacher for the Unification of the XXI
century Europe.

Starting from the walls of
outstanding Sophia of Kiev and the
banks of the Great Dnieper river, we
have stepped on the ground of the
Golden Prague which is not less
outstanding including the coasts of
waterful Viltava. We are accepted by one
of the hugest economic, political and
cultural centre of Europe. It is the capital
of the great Czech population, who have
made the unique contribution into the
development of world civilization and
culture.

We are united by a remarkable
and noble aim. It is the aim of training
and educating new generations for the
mutual dwelling in the united Europe.
And | am sure everyone of us will put
maximum efforts for its achieving.

The establishment of European
Pedagogical Universities’  Rectors’
Association (Consortium), the
acceptance of the Appeal to the
Parliamentarians of European Countries
concerning the support of a teacher and
pedagogical education (Kiev,
September, 2011)  requires the
realization of some specific measures,

the mobilization of resources, the
development and implementation of
effective technologies of the new

teacher training for the united Europe of
the XXI century. The main issue in this
case is the philosophy and content of
that axiological platform, on the basis

of which the process in question could
be developed.

The policy guidance for this has
been formulated by the European
society for the whole period of historical
development. Tolerance and
peacefulness, ecological safety and
human rights, democracy and solidarity,
as well as a number of other values may
quite obviously play the role of such
spiritual heights, which serve as the
basis for training a new teacher capable
to achieve the objectives in educating
and upbringing the personality in
accordance with the newest challenges
of the epoch.

These values have a universal
character. They are equally required by
different nations and cultures as they
reflect the universal context of
interpersonal communications, not in the
least humiliating or degrading national
values, but even enriching them with
some axiological experience of other
nations and cultures.

General human status of these
values gives the chance to qualify them
as the main universals of the
pedagogical process arrangement in all
the states of European area. And their
unity into the one general system can be
qualified as the Main Law of the
Educational policy of European territory
— the Pedagogical Constitution of
Europe.

The notion “Pedagogical
Constitution of Europe” is pretty under
special circumstances, more clearly in
the meaning of international agreements
in the sphere of education in European
countries.  Supporting the  jointly
developed standards of the education
organization, assuming the obligations
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as to their realization, each country
participates in this process
voluntarily, without any kind of coercion
(or pressure) from the parties of other
states, nations or cultures. Everyone of
them leaves the right for itself to
preserve personal national pedagogical
achievements.

Education, culture as well as all
inner life are the national treasure and
nobody has the right to thrust externally
developed standards upon the nations.
At the same time, each country may
investigate and adopt the teaching
experience of near and far neighbors;
introduce it into its own educational
practice. This is the very sense of the
Constitution, aiming to deepen mutual
understanding and development of
cooperation in this important sphere of
human activity.

The “Pedagogical Constitution” is
elaborated on the basis of European
agreements concerning the principles
ensuring free access of young people to
the intellectual resources of all the
countries of European area, the
frankness and suitable quality of
education. It generalized the experience
of such documents as “The Great
Charter of Universities” (Bologna, Italy,
September 1988); “The Convention on
the Recognition of Qualifications
concerning Higher Education in the
European Region” (Lisbon, Portugal,
April 1997); ‘The World Declaration on
Higher Education for the Twenty-First
Century: Vision and Action, Practical
Measures of UNO on the Issues of
Education, Science and Culture” (Paris,
France, October 1998); “Bologna
Declaration of the Ministers of Education
of Europe” (Bologna, Italy, June 1999),
as well as documents adopted by Kiev
Forum of Ministers of Education of
European Countries and the First Forum
of Rectors of Pedagogical Universities of

Europe (Kiev, Ukraine, September-
October, 2011).

The wunity of national and
universal human values, educational
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traditions and innovations, freedom of
teacher’s individual creativity and his
integrated responsibility before the
future that is the philosophical bulk of
Pedagogical Constitution of Europe.

We should analyze and elaborate
its content, fundamental principles and
priorities, offered as a project by the
representatives of Ukraine, Germany,
and Lithuania, in the time allotted
specifically for this purpose. Let me
express my gratitude to my colleagues
and co-authors of the project Professors

Moris  Minzinger (Germany) and
Algerdis Gedzunas (Lithuania) who
helped to prepare and sign this

significant document.

In the process of our further work
on the Project, we should introduce it to
widespread pedagogical team of our
countries, start the discussion, attract
the attention of the authorities’
representatives to it, inform the leaders
of European organizations, various
funds, and twin associations. Special
attention is supposed to be paid to
searching the ways of cooperation of the
European Unions and the European
Parliaments. In this case, we expect for
the support of our Polish colleagues,
their two representatives in the
European Parliament — Yezhe Buzyk
and Mr. Koval, who occupy exactly
constructive positions in the educational
domain.

The final text of the Constitution
is to be adopted at the Second Forum of
the  Association of Pedagogical
Universities of Europe which is to be
held in May 2013, in Frankfurt-upon-
Mein (Germany).

The representatives of
pedagogical communities of different
European countries should jointly design
The Curriculums of Basic Courses on
the basis of the adopted Constitution.
And the New Teacher will be prepared
according to these curriculums. This
task is to be accomplished in two
following years. Moreover, in the period

13
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of next three years we are to prepare
general textbooks and manuals.

As we see there is much work to
be done. But what a noble aim is
following this process! I'm pretty sure all
the tasks put forward will be successfully
fulfilled.  European nations and
cultures are supposed to get the

teacher and the leader, the one who
will be able to educate the new
generations for dwelling in United
Europe based on peace and
friendship, mutual respect and
cooperation.
