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STUDY OF THE ROLE OF ETHNICITY IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF
MODERN SOCIETY UNDER THE CONDITION OF EXPANSION
OF DATA SPACE SOURCES ABOUT ETHNICITY

The controversies concerning ethnic phenomenon mainly deal with theoretical
issues and to a lesser extent; affect the problem of sources and methods of obtaining
relevant data. At the same time scientists having based on empirical data, are trying
to give an adequate description of ethnic (national) structure, ethnic relations, social
problems of ethnic conflicts, ethnic and cultural interactions ethnolinguistics,
nationally mixed marriages and others. It is a tradition in the consideration of
national, ethnic problems refer to empirical sociological research materials
[Arutiunian, 1999] and official statistics.

The tendency to expand the database for ethnic development of modern society
is manifested in the rejection of the monopoly on the information that had recently
statistical authorities. For statistics on ethnic (national) of the population scientists
refer to as having the highest reliability and representativeness. Sociologists pay
special attention to this while calculating the sample in the course of empirical
sociological research. Mass census data, which measured citizens’ ethnicity, is
commonly used. However, censuses are conducted with considerable frequency
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(typically ten years), and the specific statistical survey of ethnic (national) problems
are rare.

Analysis of the ethnic factor in the development of society can be made on the
basis of various ethnic media. Ethnic information refers to «information on ethnic
characteristics (properties) of an object (subject), the phenomenon of the process that
are inherited from generation to generation, thus providing the basis for the existence
of ethnic communities itself» [Yevtukh, 2009, p. 40]. Meanwhile, demand for diverse
ethnic media is growing both inside ethnic communities and outside (for example, by
the state, local communities, international organizations, etc.). The role of ethnicity in
the development of modern societies is due to the need to overcome the crisis of
national identity, which leads to exacerbation of ethnic (ethnic) relations. The
question of national (ethnic) identity is a matter of survival for many countries
preserve their territorial and cultural integrity [Kortunov, 2009]. Identity is plural in
nature. M. Hubohlo believes that multilevel identity is a special case of multiple
identity or infinity of identities, which highlighted ethnic, social, professional,
gender, civil, religious, property, racial ones [Hubohlo, 2003, p. 29]. Scientists
generally indicate the primacy of cultural identity factors and argue that in today’s
«networked» society dominance of cultural identity over other types and components
of identity (other identities) is marked. M. Castells understands the identity as «the
process of designing individual meaning on the basis of any cultural feature or related
set of cultural traits preferred over other sources of personal meaning» [Castells,
2004, p. 6]. This is relevant for modern Ukraine as well.

Identity and ethnic relations are generally considered in a comparative
perspective based on representative sociological studies [Drobyzheva, 2013].
Sociological support is an integral part of a successful ethnic policy. It provides
objective information on the situation of inter-ethnic relations; monitoring and
dynamic of the situation; social portrait of ethnic groups and nations living in the
country (region); modelling development of inter-ethnic relations; identifying
effective strategies for the integration of different ethnic groups in society.
Organizing and conducting sociological research takes place using quantitative
methods (mass survey, rapid survey, expert interviews etc.) and qualitative methods
(focus group interviews, in-depth interviews, etc.).

However, entirely new data sources based on objective registration of real
behaviour using new information technologies come to replace traditional methods of
sociological research based on subjective information received in the course of
various kinds of surveys. Data sets (Big Data), which can expand ethnic information
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and be used in the diagnosis and study of ethnic (national) problems are created by
public authorities, international organizations.
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
