The fast development of Internet technologies empowered language teachers
with new and active type of learning — E-tivity. This term was coined by G. Salmon
to describe a framework for facilitating active learning in an online environment [3].
An E-tivity involves learners interacting with each other and with the course tutor (e-
moderator) in an online communication environment (e.g bulletin board/ chat
room/ e-mail/ computer-mediated conferencing) in order to complete a particular
task.

This type of learning is sometimes called “new learning” or “networked
learning”, which can be anchored in elements of already established learning theories.
These terms are defined as a reinforced demand for skill development as opposed to
mere knowledge acquisition. While this demand is not new, it would appear that the
opportunities of networked learning promise to finally lend new relevance to the
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
