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Gorlo N. Approaches to the specification of the essence of irredentism: methodological
aspect

The research approaches to the interpretation of the essence of irredentism are analysed in
the article. It is indicated that depending on the multidimensional phenomenon and the diversity of
its concrete historical forms, conceptual pluralism is observed. The criteria of the status of
participants of unifying strategy or its initiators are taken as the basis for many definitions, but they
are rather one-sided, because they do not cover all cases. From the perspective of rational
approach, it was proposed to consider the phenomenon as «a policy of irredentismy, in other words
— as a targeted course to unification of those groups, which are deemed to be related by the
ethnocultural principal or other characteristics in one state. The ideas (true or false) about
«unfreedom» of the territories, which necessarily implies territorial accession, underlie the
principals of the irredentist policy.

Marukhovska-Kartunova O. Scientific Discourse about Shortcomings and Advantages of
Consociation/Consensus Ethnopolitical Regime

The article, that has certain innovative character, is devoted to the short analysis of
scientific discourse in relation to essence, basic shortcomings and advantages of the theory and
model of consociation/consensus democracy. At the same time possibility and expediency of
introduction to the wide scientific use such new term and concept as «the theory and model of
consociation/consensus ethnopolitical regime» are grounded. Certain advantages of this type of
regime above many others, especially in ethnically divided societies, are confirmed. Directions and
features of mentioned discourse are investigated and its real causes are determined. The
assumption is adduced, that among them the basic are related to the process of birth and formation
of a new scientific paradigm, in particular consociation/consensus one. From the point of view of
the ethnopolitical conflict studies, a fitness and expediency of the use of theory and model of
consociation/consensus of ethnopolitical regime or some of its basic constituents for prevention of
escalation of ethnopolitical conflicts, their civilized resolution and maintenance of national unity
and territorial integrity of countries with polyethnic composition of population are proven.
