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DEVELOPMENT OF THE PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE OF TEACHERS OF PHYSICAL EDUCATION
THROUGH A SYSTEM OF CREATIVE SKILLS

The article is based on analysis of scientific papers and provides brief description of teacher’s creative skills as a
professional competence of future teachers of physical education. Competence is defined as the integral characteristic of the
individual, which involves a certain level of awareness, awareness, knowledge, experience, a certain level of preparedness (simple
and complex skills, skills), as well as a combination of the relevant personal qualities and abilities necessary for successful activities
within the profession. Competence is based on knowledge and skills, but they are not exhausted, necessarily covering the personal
attitude of the person to them, as well as its experience, which makes it possible to combine this knowledge with the pre-acquired.
Creative skills are implemented human creative abilities resulted to a new product of professional activity. The fact of implementation
of creative abilities indicates transfer of the individual from the level of potential creativity to actual thereof. For successful
pedagogical activity, teachers of physical education require professional competencies. He must have professional experience
gained during the professional and practical work. The professional activity of the teacher of physical education can be carried out on
two levels: reproductive-creative and actually creative. The reproductive and creative activity of the teacher is aimed at assimilating
and consolidating the existing work experience acquired at the moment by other teachers of physical culture. For this, the teacher
needs to make creative efforts - to understand the idea of experience, to analyze and generalize its elements, to adapt another
experience to the conditions of the school where it works. The actual creative level is achieved in the process of finding original (that
is, those not included in the experience of other) means and methods for solving the problems of physical education, the creation of
a new system of training and extracurricular work on physical culture. And only when he has passed through these two stages, he
can acquire experience in creative activity and creative skills, is able to detect educational problems, interpret and solve thereof.
Educational creativity of teachers of physical education is seen as transforming activity aimed at finding and applying new and more
effective tools and methods for strengthening of comprehensive health and physical development of children in order to prepare
them for life, work, protection of the homeland. A creative approach to their work is a prerequisite for successful work of future
teacher of physical education.

INDEXES AND LEVELS OF PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF METHODISTS
OF DISTRICT (MUNICIPAL) METHODICAL CABINETS (CENTERS)
OF MODERN SOCIETY

Theoretical achievements are analysed in relation to the indexes and levels of professional development of methodists of
district (municipal) methodical cabinets (centers) in the article.

Four levels of professional development of methodical workers of district (municipal) methodical cabinets (centers) have
been studied:

A creative (high) level is determined by the high degree of realization of importance of professional pedagogical activity; well
developed, thorough, systematic knowledge, abilities, skills, a developed innovative ability to inculcate in the system of work
innovative approaches, technologies, methods and receptions.

A design (sufficient) level exposes the reasons and aims of professional preparation that allows to define the significance for
professional activity; possession of thorough and systematized knowledge and ability to apply them in professional activity; abilities
to carry out control and evaluation of own professional activity that often is not a subject to adjustment.

The main features of correcting (middle) level are the comprehension of reasons and aims of professional development does
not allow to define their importance for professional activity; intermediate possession of professional knowledge, abilities and skills;
middle level of communicative abilities; an insufficient confidence in own professional possibilities; partial absence of requirements in
further improvement of professional activity.

Reproductive (low) level is characteristed by the insufficiency of interest in professional activity; by predominance of
pragmatic (external) reasons of professional activity; low evaluations of own professional activity; absence of requirements in further
professional improvement.

Thus, the determination of criteria and corresponding to them indexes has given the possibility to outline the concept of
certain level of formation of professional development of methodists of district (municipal) methodical cabinets (centers). Further
exploration in this direction will be the determination of methodologies for studying of professional development of methodical
workers of district (municipal) methodical cabinets (centers).
