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PROCESS OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE TRAINING AND ITS INFLUENCE ON THE FORMING
OF PROFESSIONAL MOBILITY OF FUTURE MANAGERS IN AGRARIAN SPHERE

Modern social and economic conditions on the labour market require training of a professional, who is able to perform
tasks efficiently and quickly and to switch over to other tasks. That is a specialist must be professionally mobile. On the other
hand one of the main tendencies of modern society development is its internationalization which leads to the development
of international integration in different spheres of human activity. Ukraine s entering into the world social, political, economic,
cultural and educational space, openness to the world, active share of technologies in different spheres including social, condi-
tion broad practice of intercultural interaction in professional sphere. For the realization of which foreign language knowledge
is needed. Foreign language training becomes an objective need in professional training of future managers in agrarian sphere.
And forming of professional mobility of future managers in agrarian sphere on foreign language classes is one of the best ways
to become a professional.
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The aim of the article is to study a problem of professional mobility forming of future managers in agrarian
sphere in the process of foreign language training.

Problem of professional mobility for some time was in the sphere of scientific interests of representatives of dif-
ferent sciences. Professional mobility as an important point in self-realization of specialists, stipulated attention of
scientists which solve the problem of its forming in the process of professional training. They are such native peda-
gogues as O. V. Bezpalko, A. M. Vashchenko, N. M. Golovnia, N. V. Grytskova, T. Humennykova, O. H. Husak,
Yu.

The problem of forming of professional mobility of managers was studied by Ye. A. Ivanchenko, social and
pedagogical conditions of forming of professional mobility of future managers-agrarians were investigated by a
research worker N. A. Kozhemiakina.

Foreign language training plays an important role in forming of professional mobility of a modern specialist,
in particular future manager of agrarian sphere, as far as foreign language is the language of business world and is
the natural environment of intercourse in European space. Knowledge of foreign language enlarge possibilities of a
modern specialist and is favourable in forming of mobility.

Many both native and foreign research workers investigated the questions of foreign language training of spe-
cialists in different spheres. They are such native scientists as O. V. Artiukhova, L. P. Kanova, N. V. Logutina.
O. V. Shmyrova have studied pedagogical conditions of the use of audiovisual facilities of studies of foreign lan-
guage in professional training of managers-agrarians. V. V. Volkova studied the problem of forming of professional
direction of students-managers on the primary stage of studies.

The problem of foreign preparation was studied by such foreign research workers, as N. V. Abramova,
A. P. Avramenko, 1. N. Aynutdinova, N. E. Alanicheva, A. M. Alekseeva, O. B. Almazova, M. V. Amitrova,
Yu. V. Artemova, M. O. Isaeva, O. P. Kobeleva, L. V. Panchenko, Zh. S. Pustovalova, A. S. Titova, O. V. Freze,
O. V. Flerov, A. O. Chunikhina, M. S. Shirina and other teachers.

Forming of different qualities in the process of foreign languages studyingwas studied by such research work-
ers as T. A. Baieva, O. F. Balashova, O. V. Bilokonieva, N. O. Berezova, Yu. M. Bobrytska, M. O. Bocharnykova,
O. O. Gartsuieva, N. M. Gubina, O. A. Istomin and other research workers.

The problem of foreign language training of managers was researched by such native research workers, as
S. L. Bukovskyi, M. V. Dembrovska, D. Ye. Em, M. O. Isaieva, O. P. Kobeleva, N. M. Lozhkina, A. I. Mosalova.

M. V. Votyntseva researched the problem of integrated studying of foreign language as a condition of forming of
professional mobility of economists. O. I. Gerasymenko researched the problem of forming of professional mobility
of future economist by means of foreign language. L. P. Merkulova researched the problem of forming of profes-
sional mobility of specialists of technologic specialities by means of foreign language.

But the problem of professional mobility forming of future managers in agrarian industry in the process of for-
eign language training was studied not enough.

Social and economic conditions of modern Ukrainian society development are characterized by changeability
and instability which is represented in all the spheres of our vital activity. Ukraine strives to the integration processes
in European space which predetermines increasing of professional training quality. The constituent of which is to
provide mobility, professional mobility of citizens, both on the internal and European labour market. We can see the
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confirmation of mentioned above in modern scientists works. So researchers [1] notice that mobility occupies an
important place among the main principles of forming of unified space of higher education in Europe.

Professional mobility is an important constituent of professional training of a modern manager, as far as require-
ments to professional characteristics of businessmen, managers, leaders of different levels, in particular managers of
agrarian industry are increasing. These and other reasons predetermine actuality of problem of professional mobility
forming of manager in agrarian sphere.

A labour market is characterized by changeability today. Employer’s requirements are constantly changing in
conditions of hard competition on the market of educational services. Competitive activity on the labour market
becomes harder. L. L. Sushenceva notes that modern labour market requires training exactly of such workers which
would be ready to compete for workplaces.

Among the complex of complicated problems, related to the training of a competitive worker on the market
of labour, one of the most important problem is forming of professional mobility [5], in particular, professional
mobility of future managers in agrarian sphere. Mobility, as display of activity, can help a young specialist to ori-
ent himself in professional activity, to approve himself as a qualified specialist, to start his professional activity in
other field; to show his professional or personality qualities, taking into account social and economic situation in a
country.

Professionally mobile specialists are specialists, capable quickly and successfully switch over to other type
of activity, change the type of activity in professional sphere, comparatively easily change one type of activity to
another. They own the high level of generalized professional knowledge, experience of their improvement and
independent mastering. The result of which is its self-realization in a profession and life; process of self-perfection
of personality and transformation of professional and vital environment. Such specialists will be inquired in any
field and will be able not only to overcome difficulties related to the employment but also strike oil in professional
activity, to be useful and the best specialists not only on the enterprise, in the industry but also in the country.

A professionally mobile specialist inherent abilities of “an associative man” —a worker as a specialist in different
kinds of work, dynamic, creative, socially responsible, capable to program and special purpose estimations of an
educational process who came to change an “organizing man” [2]. So far forming of professional mobility is actual
for the specialists of any sphere in modern social and economic conditions, in particular forming of professional
mobility of future managers in agrarian sphere becomes actual and imminent.

The prospects of integration into the European space open new professional possibilities for the specialists of all
levels, in particular for the managers of agrarian sphere, that is: possibility to co-operate with the partners of neigh-
boring countries, possibility to share the experience, and also to visit countries which are successful and leading in
agrarian sphere; to bring and start this experience in the native country. Leaders and managers have new tasks which
consist in providing this collaboration.

In order to realize these tasks a specialist must master a foreign language, in particular English which is an
international, language of the modern business world today. Knowledge of language opens immense possibilities
for a modern specialist and also promote development of his professional and personal qualities, and also promote
mobility of a modern specialist and raise his rating in the world market of labour. As researches of modern scientists
show, most employers today want to see a specialists mastering foreign language.

Scientists proved that successful studying of special subjects is conditioned by successful studying of foreign
language. By means of foreign language professional tasks are solved and requirement in professional self-realiza-
tion is developed [4]. That’s why we can mark that the process of foreign language training is a necessary condition
of a mobile specialist professional training.

It is not enough to be a highly skilled specialist on the modern market of labour today, in particular a manager
in agrarian sphere, it is not enough to have well-grounded knowledge on speciality, it is not enough to master theor-
etical and practical knowledge on professionally important and general humanitarian subjects, it is not enough to
be able to regulate your own behaviour, to be able to lead, to undertake responsibility, to be able to control activity
of an enterprise, to carry out tasks and functions which leader must be able to fulfill. A modern manager of agrarian
industry must be able to fulfill a number of functions and tasks directed in different courses. Necessity to do different
functions and tasks causes qualifying requirements to personality characteristics of a manager.

L. L. Sushenceva considers that a man is not born mobile and does not even become mobile by himself.
If mobility is not dominating quality in the society for the majority of people, then the state (authority) that is
responsible for the decision of general problems, must motivate population to mobility, to encourage its display,
activate driving-forces to cause it [6]. Consequently, forming of professional mobility during the course of study in
higher educational establishment becomes a necessary task of modern professional education.

Professional mobility is an integrative quality, which will help a future manager to overcome all the hindrances
on his way to master his professional workmanship and become a highly skilled professional-specialist. Because
just professional mobility, as an integrated totality of social, individual and professional qualities of a person, is
the quality which will help him as a specialist to manage all the complicated tasks on his way, to overcome all the
obstacles which appear in all the spheres of our life today and can stand on the way of a young specialist, in par-
ticular manager of agrarian sphere. Therefore we consider, that the problem of forming of professional mobility of
future managers in agrarian sphere in the process of foreign language training becomes urgent and actual.
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Studying of the experience of research workers concerning the question of professional mobility allowed to
find out contradictions between the requirement of training of professionally mobile managers of agrarian sphere
in the process of foreign language studying and insufficient development of the question. Some aspects of problem
are already investigated, but there are still many other aspects which can be investigated and lighted up in future.
Exactly in this direction we will work farther in our investigation.

Conclusion. Consequently professional mobility as an integrated totality of social, individual and professional
qualities of a specialist must become an important constituent of professional training of future managers of agrar-
ian industry. And the process of foreign training gives potentially large possibilities for the realization of this task.
