Vlasenko O. M. Foreign models of active civil attitude formation of students at schools

The article deals with modern approaches to the definition of «active citizenship”, “civil society”, “citizenship values”, “active cit-
izen”’; the main features of active citizenship in foreign concepts are highlighted.
