institutions. And the demand for such
cooperation will only increase given the
declaration and implementation of the

principles  of lifelong  learning.
Therefore, it is logical that the
organization of international

internships with necessity implies a high
level of IT support and a high level of
motivational and creative component of
research activity.

Conclusions. In advanced
countries, education becomes
instrumental and pragmatic, not

utopian-research. And these principles
must underpin the functioning of
international centers of internships and

academic mobility. However, with
increasing differentiation and
specification of scientific knowledge, the
threat of critical thinking and
information analytics 1is at risk.

Therefore, the problems of integration
of education and preservation of its
national and cultural uniqueness are
best realized on the basis of
international centers of training of
specialists and applicants for education.
The dynamics of development of the
world labor market, certain values and
principles of becoming a society are
reflected in the cultural clashes that take
place in the practice of international
internships.
