that is, finding and establishing
financing for educational and scientific
projects on  the  principles of
diversification of sources of investment.
Currently, the main source of investment
in education is the state budget of the
country. But the small state revenues do
not allow the full and perspective growth
of the education system. Therefore, there
is a need to attract additional sources of
funding. In addition, the market
economy provides many opportunities
for the implementation of financially
successful educational projects. The third
component is aptly called exteriorization
of education. It is known that the

Ukrainian education system is
conservative and conservative, closed.
All this causes her to stagnate.
Communications in the global

educational space will have a positive
effect on the process of implementation of
international experience in the domestic
context. In addition to the above
mentioned mobility of students and
teachers, an effective tool for the
development of the education system is
export of educational services.
Conclusions. Therefore, the
priorities of reforming  Ukraine's
education system are to reorient its
content and standards in accordance
with European standards. Countries
with a high level of education and
economy demonstrate a positive track
record of implementing measures that
are time-tested and tangible. The main
priorities for the implementation of the
strategy of improving the
competitiveness of the Ukrainian
education system are the following:
increasing the number of participants of
academic mobility programs and
organizing internal mobility of teachers
and students; quality assurance of
educational services in accordance with
European standards and marketing
activities to increase its exports; state
program of increasing the level of
informatization of society; optimizing
communication between education and
