Garkava Olga, Nedilska Alla. The use of fitness technology to increase the physical fitness of students which play
basketball. In the article the directions of improvement of the training process on basketball at the university are highlighted and the
development of student sport on the example of the use of fitness technologies. The state of teaching of physical education in higher
education institutions and the students' interest in new forms of motor activity are analyzed. The value of fitness as an auxiliary
means for the development of basic physical qualities in basketball, such as: strength endurance, speed, flexibility, jumping,
coordination abilities, is substantiated. The results of the general study (running 60 m, jump in length from the place, bending,
ablation of the arms, shutter running 4 x 9 m, tilt forward from the sitting position) and special (20 m jump from high start to speed,
Getting the highest point on the basketball shield is jumping, holding the ball with the stroke of the racks on one and the other side of
the platform with the attack from under the ring for a time, running throws on the ring for accuracy from the middle and long distances
to the time, executing 10 penalty throws per ring ) Physical fitness students basketball players. The method of using fitness-
technologies in the training process of basketball players has been developed and experimentally tested. It has been proven that
specially selected fitness-exercises such as skipping, agility ladder, Tabata system, different types of straps, drill and dumbbell
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exercises combined with basketball technical actions have positively influenced the dynamics of indicators both general and special
Physical fitness of students engaged in basketball.
