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Denysenko N. G., Taradiuk D. A. Functions of the tutor as a teacher in the system of professional education

The article gives a theoretical substantiation of the scientific problem of the modern state of the function of the tutor in
the system of vocational education. The content of the concepts of “education system”, “tutor”, “tutory”, “tutor system” is
determined. The main attention in the work is emphasized on the importance of introducing the functions of the tutor into the
educational space of vocational education in order to improve the implementation of the principle of individualization with the
applicants of education. The idea is that mastering the future tutors with the specific functions of the tutor will ensure the acqui-
sition of skills of high-quality professional activity in the system of vocational education. The authors defined their own vision
of the list of functions of the tutor in the system of vocational education.
