so to Jewish law concerns the
danger of emasculation and
formalization of any religious right
over time and the work of
interpreters. Thus, some rabbinical
structures (such as the Sanhedrin)
did not create new laws, but merely
interpreted the existing code but
their activities led to a change in the
qualitative component of this right.

Conclusions. As a result, the
nature of the sources of Jewish law
was established at an early
(biblical) stage and later (post-
mundane) stage of its development,
the patterns and causes of changes
at the level of sources of law were
revealed, theological understanding
and explanation of such processes
was offered. The value of such
research was the illumination and
characterization of the process of
establishing and forming such
boundaries and their displacement
in the plane of sources of Jewish law.
