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Tyurina V. O. Responsibility as a factor in forming the leadership competencies of cadets as future police officers

The article highlights the importance of developing cadets’ leadership competence as future police officers for the effective
performance of their duties. The concept of «leadership competencey of police officers is revealed, the characteristics of a leader,
which should be inherent to a police officer as a leader, are determined, and, consequently, they provide for the formation
of leadership competence in him. The ability to determine the purpose of service activities of the working group, formulate
the tasks of subordinates, organize and direct service activities of subordinates, rationally behave in the team are determined by
the leadership qualities of the personality of the officer-leader, which include high professionalism, responsibility and reliability,
striving, striving self, independence, ability to influence their subordinates, sociability, emotional balance and stress tolerance. It
is noted that leadership in the cadet environment can be considered as a type of student leadership, which is formed and develops
most effectively in a person from 18 to 22 years. Thus, the period of training of young men in the institution of higher education
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs is favorable for the formation and development of leadership qualities. Therefore, it is
advisable to organize the educational process in the Defense Ministry of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine in such
a way that conditions conducive to the formation of leadership competence of the cadets as future police officers are created.
The results of the study showed that special organization of the educational process, in particular, conducting practical sessions
with elements of training and training of leadership qualities contributes to an increase in the number of students seeking
leadership positions, more responsible attitude to the decision of official tasks, that is, responsibility is formed as a leadership
quality , which positively influences the formation of leadership competence.
