The article is devoted to the problem of creating a modern textbook on chemistry for institutions of
vocational education as a means of implementing the professional orientation of studying general subjects by future
skilled workers. The content of the concept ““textbook” is described and the ways of solving the problem of provision
of vocational guidance textbooks on chemistry of vocational education establishments are found in pedagogical
literature. The functions (information, transformation, systematization, consolidation of knowledge and skills, self-
control, developmental, educational, self-educational, coordinating, polytechnical education, formation of readiness
for work among schoolchildren), the textbook on chemistry created for vocational education institutions of the
culinary profile and its methodological value were determined. The structure of the proposed textbook is disclosed
and its auxiliary component is described in detail as a device for organizing students' knowledge acquisition. The
textbook depicts the content of general education in the upper secondary school at the standard level; a
methodological apparatus is proposed for the formation of knowledge that meets state requirements for general
education of students.

Borisov V. V., Borisova S. V., Vihor V. G., Lupinovich S. M. Ponderability of ethnic stereotypes is in language
consciousness of students.

Since the stereotype as a phenomenon of consciousness is at the center of attention of representatives of
various branches of humanitarian knowledge, for its complex analysis, interdisciplinary methods of research are
needed. An interdisciplinary approach will allow analyzing the state of various fields of knowledge and revealing
the integrative, complex nature of the ethno-cultural stereotype. To this end, we will consider the basic conceptual
developments of the problem of stereotypes formed within the socio-psychological, ethnological and linguistic areas
of scientific thought.

An important role stereotypes of perception play in the cognitive and intergroup social differentiation. For
example, when it comes to a situation requiring an instant primary assessment of phenomena or an object, the
representative of a particular ethnic community divides them into "acquaintances" (“their", "positive) and
"unfamiliar" ("strangers”, "hostile" ) In this situation, its own ethnic attribute is characterized positively, with the
plus sign, and the one that does not fit into the existing system of representations - with a minus sign. This explains
the viability of stereotypes of perception, designed to assess the representatives of other social communities under
certain schemes.

The purpose of the paper is to describe the preliminary results of the study of ethnic stereotypes that exist in
the language consciousness of ethnic Russians and Ukrainians living in the Donetsk region.

In a situation of negative development of interaction stereotypes tend to be schematic and exaggerated. In the
case of a positive development of the scenario of a communicative act, valuation judgments or images while
maintaining stereotyped nature are characterized by greater complexity and versatility.

The significance of the approach, prophylaced and tested by the authors, is the development of the
theoretical level of the study of stereotyping processes in the conceptual field of problems of social and cultural
interaction. The practical value of the work lies in the possibility of using its results in comparative studies of
intercultural and interethnic interaction.
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
