Elements of the educational paradigm that are important for the implementation of the system of individual educational
trajectories of professional development during master’s studies in the system of postgraduate education are considered. The
main directions of the organization of the educational process according to individual educational trajectories are outlined. The
importance of individual educational trajectories of professional development of the applicant's personality during master's
studies is substantiated. The description of the factors influencing the professional development of master's degree students
and the stages of their professionalization is given.

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Shvets T. E. Analysis of tutoring experience in the secondary education system of USA

The article highlights the historical origins and evolution of tutoring in the secondary education system in the United States.
The author provides a brief overview of the source database according to the types of tutoring. The following research methods
are used in the article: study, analysis and generalization of historical and pedagogical sources in order to highlight the main
models of tutoring in secondary education in the United States.

The article begins with a description of the historical origins of tutoring in the United States, from the colonial period to
the present. The author focuses on the duration of the tutoring tradition, noting that American tutors successfully disseminated
tutoring concepts in public schools based on the child-centered pedagogical theory of humanist philosophers in Europe, which
were adapted to the school of the twentieth century.

The article focuses on the private type of tutoring, which also has its variations, namely: professional tutors (individual
teachers), public (non-commercial) tutors, school tutors-volunteers. The author cites the claims of researchers about the grow-
ing popularity of private tutoring in the United States, which is due to increasing competition in the higher education market.

The author also characterizes the model of peer tutoring, indicating its types. The article identifies possible options for
tutoring peers, when the tutor is a bachelor's student who helps the student; high school students who help juniors and students
of equal status who work in dyad relationships, taking turns in the role of tutor and tutee.

The article provides a description of student counseling support, which is not called "tutoring", but in all respects resembles
tutoring. The author reveals some aspects of the work of school counselors-advisors and notes the socio-personal orientation
of assistance to students. The article also provides an analysis of online tutoring in US secondary education.

In conclusion, the author notes that knowledge of the essence of different models of tutoring in secondary education
in the United States can expand the understanding of educational practices in the context of individualization in its social
and humanistic meaning. The author notes that all models of tutoring are based on the concepts of child-centered education,
taking into account the individual differences of students, the development of their individuality.
