MUCHACKI M. Theoretical basics of personality development in the Republic of Poland.

The article analyzes the scientific views of scientists on the peculiarities of the organization of
the educational process, taking into account the theoretical foundations of the past, which are
reflected in the approach to conducting classes even today. Opinions on identifying ways to increase
the effectiveness of the educational process differ, since the key vectors of learning depend on many
factors, namely: the goal of the teacher, his professional level, the specifics of the time, individual
characteristics of the students of education, etc.

Learning theories regarding personality development in the education system of the Republic of
Poland, in which today teachers actively use an approach based on behaviorism, are analyzed. In
modern conditions, a teacher must be able to learn throughout his life and accustom his students to
this, so this approach is, first of all, expedient.

The most important principles of the educational process defined by the behaviorist theory are
outlined, in particular: the teacher manages the learning process and is the main source of
information; education seekers are provided with specific information that corresponds to the
curriculum; the educational process is implemented to achieve the goal that was determined by the
teacher in advance.

The behavioral concept of education, essential elements of which were used in Poland in the last
quarter of the 20th century, was criticized in the United States because of the one-sidedness and
limitations of the educational process. Despite this, it is preserved to this day, having undergone minor
updates.

The issue of personality development in the education system of the Republic of Poland, which is
becoming more complicated every year, is considered. This is connected with informatization,
globalization and other innovative processes that change the understanding of the world and the goals
of both the teacher and the students of education. In the current conditions, all participants in the
educational process must learn to interact with each other and establish communication.
