Belibova S.G. Poverty reduction strategies in families caring for children with mental retardation
The presented article presents the poverty problem in families with children with disabilities from the rural area. Research
Methodology is based on a qualitative study using a phenomenological approach and the theory of Actor-Network. The study was
described life situation of studied families, psychological climate in families, their incomes and expenses. It is shown that all families
face numerous challenges related to material instability and experience constant stress. Children with mental retardation of these
families are very vulnerable in terms of health, education and social activity. There are exemplified main strategies in families with
children with disabilities, main kinds of adaptation of families sources, the future model. More characteristic of passive forms of
coping with poverty, humility and omissions tough economy, the adoption of help from others. State benefits are extremely low and
did not differ with respect subsistence. Responsibility for their position rests on the family members of the State and the economic
situation in the country. There is also researched the process of interaction of this families with specialized social workers who work
with their kids (social workers, psychologists, teachers, doctors etc.) with a purpose to make their life lounger.
