Omelianovych I. Vocational and educational resource of Ukraine for adolescents with cognitive problems: from
the past to the present.

The problem of employment of mentally retarded persons is presented in article. The attention to consideration of the
historical and methodological party of this problem as one of the reasons of poverty of families in which mentally retarded people live
and are brought up is paid.

The investigation of the history of vocational education for adolescents with cognitive problems shows that the process of
this education has been developing through several stages, and it was developing as a part of a general direction of special
education development.

Much attention in education and training of children with psychophysical disturbances in Ukraine has always been given to
vocational education. It is labor that provides certain standard of life and does not allow a person to go beyond the poverty line. We
were the first to try analyzing the data on enrollment of special treatment school graduates to vocational colleges and determine the
percentage of students, who remain home, discontinue their education, and remain unemployed. The article contains data obtained
in urban and rural areas as they differ substantially.

Level of requirements of rather professional and special training of specialists increases in modern society. Now in
Ukraine one of important problems which graduates of special (correctional) schools should solve is an employment and successful
integration into society.
