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ANALYSIS OF IDENTITY STUDENTS OF PEDAGOGICAL
UNIVERSITY

Through various forms of identifications and achievements in older adolescence
of mature of identity provided necessary for mental health and social comfort of the
individual a sense of belonging to a group as small (family, class) and large (nation,
people, ethnic group). Our research devoted to the analysis identity as one of the
leading mechanisms of ethnic identity in older adolescence.

The object of our research is the identity and identity as a subject of study
mechanism of ethnic identity in older adolescence. Core, system-role in the structure
of ethnic and national identity, according to most scholars, is ethnic identity.

M. Cheboksarov refers to the analysis of ethnicity as a part of the formation and
functioning of social identity rights as a condition of the formation and existence of
individual consciousness [Cheboksarov, 1985, p. 25].
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A.V. Afonasenko notes that ethnic identity can have different kinds — from
brightly expressed phenomena aggressive chauvinistic to inexpressive diffuse state of
ethnic identity. She identifies the following types and kinds of ethnic identity:
adequate identity egocentric identity, the dominant ethnic identity, ethnic identity as
fanaticism, ethnic identity as indifference [Afonasenko, 2004, c. 63].

V.S. Mukhina indicates the following variables ethnic identity as traditional
culture and values of the ethnic group that included in the structure of each individual
consciousness [Mukhina, 2002, p.26].

E. Afonin determines that ethnic culture — a certain organization of spiritual,
social and material life and worldview. It based on customs, traditions, norms and
values — intuitive and rational, mythological and technological survival model,
peculiar to the ethnic group (Op. At [Evtukh, 2006, pp. 61-64]).

It actually comes to ethnic values, as a kind of social values that form the culture
of a nation and is the product of his consciousness and self-consciousness. Each
ethnic group has a specific, characteristic of him hierarchy and a set of social values,
which generally provides the latest and ethnic characteristics. This system values
serves the basic level of social regulation. Because of the specific mechanisms of the
psyche, above all, reflection and identification, it becomes part of the ethnic identity
of each representative of the ethnic group.

Experimental research base. During September-November 2013, we
conducted research aimed at determining the identity of student’s 2-4 courses
National Pedagogical University M. P. Dragomanov specialty «Psychology». The
total sample was 98 subjects. The study are conducted by the method of «OSKI.»

The resulting indicators show that the highest level of awareness of boys and
girls have in relation to their own ethnic and national identity (96.6%). This is a
natural phenomenon as ethnic and national identity as a mechanism of ethnic and
national identity associated with congenital (mental and biological) and human
performance with generalized sense of belonging to own such a large social group as
a people, a nation state.

The second place on the level of awareness among the studied indicators take
regional identity (87.9%). It defines close social and interpersonal relationships
within both large and small social groups that have a regional form of manifestation.

In third place in terms of awareness are indicators of socio-cultural identity
(75.86%) as a mechanism of social and cultural identity. They define the
characteristics of man as a person that learns various forms of traditional and modern
cultures, different social roles, requirements and regulations. As studied at risk of
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transition from childhood to adulthood, then these social characteristics are they in
the process active formation.

The lowest results of the study ethno-national identity respondents show respect
to such phenomena as racism (3.4%), besides — a trend rather than expressed quality.
Followed by low indicators of awareness of regional identity (12.1%) — mainly for
those students whose families often changed residence, and socio-cultural identity
(24.4%) — Students who have not yet decided the social roles and their future.
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
