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DIFFERENT IMAGES OF ETHNICITY ANALYSIS OF THE
DECISISON OF ETHNIC PROBLEMS IN MODERN EVROPEAN
COUNTRIES

Problems of ethnicity has different presentation in the world community. It have
different mechanisms to solve, because there is the same principles that help solve
problems ethno-cultural ethnicity in democratic societies. Principles have changed
within each state, depending on the particular situation. But there is a problem that is
present in every country, it is ethnic nationalism. The ideology of ethnic nationalism
is the most important. Sometimes the ideology of ethnic nationalism has a destructive
phenomenon. The reason for this is the following content of ethno-nationalism: this
ideology involves the incorporation of immigrants into the structure of certain
European society based on individual integration, and this ideology offers new
assessment content the modern Western European national community.

The special feature of ethnic problems in Europe can be defined as a «migration
dimension» ethnicity. European countries solve the problem of ethnic balance.
Migration flows from Asia, Africa and the Middle East have brought dramatic
transformation «ethnic display» in Europe [1]. In France, denied the existence of
ethnic minorities, as the special «nationalities» within a single nation, membership of
which is determined by citizenship. In Hungary is the full recognition of national
minorities. They have the right to local self-government and representation at the
national level.
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Germany is building a strategy for cultural diversity and related issues in
cultural policy and solves the problem of «how integration should give and take for
all its citizens. UK call «Migration attractive» trying to decide on the basis of a
comprehensive strategy for integration. The main thesis of this strategy - to develop
«everyday integration»: in the workplace, in the children's and school conditions, and
at the community level, such as leisure centers and shopping malls. That is, in the
social spaces in which people live their lives and it is for them to very important.

In some European countries the problem «migration ethnicity» is a success. In
some balance between the interests of society not reached and society to experience
exclusion and ethnic distance. Optimization problem of «migration ethnicity»,
according to some scholars, can be realized in the strategy, in which the population is
not differentiated by ethnicity and nationality, and is divided into only two categories
— the citizens of the country and foreigners. In such a case, the representatives of
national minorities does not arise «identity of migrants» and they positively
integrated into the host community.

Experience in dealing with ethnic problems in the European Community
actualizes the topic of education as an effective mechanism for the optimization
problem under investigation. Education allows on the one hand, rationally structured
set of cultural traditions and values of members of national minorities. On the other,
to make a positive sense in Interethnic Communication and cause Interethnic trust.
Education system optimizes the symmetry values between non-dominant and
dominant groups in society.

There are three types of collective characteristics of national minorities in
Europe: education, the use of the native language and representation in government.
Education plays a crucial role, because the ratio of the national school is an indicator
of recognition by the state of the social status of ethnic groups, and under certain
conditions, the education sector is transformed into an element of conflict between
the minority and the state. Education involves the use of the mother tongue. European
experience in language policy confirms this thesis.

The Hungarian government considers the native language of minorities in
Hungary factor uniting their community and therefore carried out at the request of
representatives of national minorities teaching in schools in their own language
minorities in educational institutions teaching in their native language. Hungarian
State declares that every citizen is free to Hungary to use their mother tongue
everywhere and at any time.

In France, the French language is one state, it dominates. Spain and Italy in this
matter are taking a more flexible stance, so they have an article of the Constitution
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for the protection of national minorities. In Slovakia's language law provides for the
use of the mother tongue in administration only when the proportion of minority
exceeds 20% of the population of the region. In Romania, minorities can use their
native language only if you do not speak Romanian.

Problems of language policy is very important because integrates into the space
of education, culture, self-determination of citizens to participate in the political life
of society.
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
