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VALUE CHALLENGES FOR UKRAINE
IN THE GLOBAL INFORMATION WORLD

At the beginning of the third millennium Ukraine faces new challenges not only
the fate of modern achievements but also the future development of the next decade
are caused by adequate responsibility. The question of strategy, resources and
mechanisms to further social modernization is very important, especially in view of
the processes, namely globalization and the formation of information society, that are
gaining momentum in the world since the late 90s of the twentieth century and early
twenty-first century. Dialectical unity of these processes determines a global trend in
which social and political priorities are increasingly removed from the basic values of

society, such as «survivaly, «freedom», «democracy», «economic prosperity»,
«development», socio-cultural traditions and orientation, other internal (national
mentality and ideology of the dominant ecological system, etc.) and external
(international environment, including civilization, membership in international
organizations, historical experience and traditions of international relations, etc.)
parameters. These complex clusters of values are underlying modern civilization
formations.

S. Huntington argues that the modern world has divided not by ideological, but
by cultural and civilizational differences, when Orthodox and Muslim civilizations
are opposed to Western civilization. Such value-civilizational approach gets to
Ukraine is very important in terms of understanding the challenges before which the
country is faced. According to Huntington, Ukraine is a «split country», main parts of
which belong to two different civilizations. Ukraine, in his opinion, is divided into
uniate nationalist ukrainian-speaking West part and Orthodox russian-speaking East
part [Huntington, 2003, p. 243-244]. These parts professing different social,
economic and political values. So the value orientation are crucial to ensuring the
unity and territorial integrity and to protect national interests in the international
arena.

V. Andruschenko, emphasizing the frontier situation in Ukraine, points out that
historically it is on the verge of interaction between European and Asian civilizations,
combining their conflicting ambitions and delegate them to each other, but not only
as a transformed mentality and culture of its own kind. According to the
investigation, Ukrainian created more clearly its own national character, defended
themselves against external and internal impacts and balanced between East-Western
influences, perceiving their constructive complex, but rent the hostile alien that
destroying Ukrainian lifestyle. Western features are still dominated over the Eurasian
in it [Andruschenko, 2006].

The use of functional method to determine the place and role of Ukraine as a
subsystem in the global system of international relations allows the following
conclusions. Ukraine is a frontier land, a region of constant clash of international
interest, interaction and conflict between values and civilization systems — European
(Western) and Eurasian (Orthodox Slavic). The function of this subsystem is to
provide continuous input and output (cycle) of resources between the two specified
systems. According to D. Bell [Bell, 1996], M. Castells [Castells, 2009], E. Toffler
[Toffler, 2010] in the modern world, which transforms to information stage of
development, the main resource no longer appears as capital and labor but as
information and knowledge. It follows that, in fulfilling its function specified by S.
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Cohen as a «gate» [Cohen, 2014, p. 342], «frontier» has to become a zone of
information and knowledge reciprocity, called area of communication.
Communication development is one of the hallmarks of globalization. So
communication in its cultural sense has to become a valuable tool to create universal
civilization communities.

Doing urgent task of domestic policy — consolidation of the Ukrainian nation,
Ukraine has to develop a network of communication channels between the two
civilizations — Western European and Eurasian inside the country. But internal
discourse is not only necessary condition for the effectiveness of such
communication. The dialogue and cooperation between the EU and Russia as
geopolitical players and civilizations’ cores are important too. Otherwise Ukrainian
nation will be spread between these two centers of value gravity again .

It is sure, that, acting as a mediator, Ukraine in no way be regarded as a simple
mechanical transmitter. Although in the case of value communication, which we are
discussing, this is not possible, because the mediator always acts as interpreter,
perceiving and processing the messages according to their own scale of values. In this
connection, be sure to pay attention to the statement of V. Andruschenko about the
importance of theoretical World humanistic tradition’s reflection as a condition of the
reverse effect of Ukrainian culture and humanistic traditions on the international
community [Andruschenko, 2003, p. 329]. So Ukraine’s incipience as a «forumy,
which provides effective communication between civilizations, can be considered as
adequate response to those value challenges that faced our nation in the global
information world.
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
