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ROLE OF DISCIPLINES RELIGIOUS STUDIES CYCLE IN THE
DEVELOPMENT OF SPIRITUALITY AND TOLERANCE
OF STUDENT YOUTH

An important part of the socialization of young people is learning cultural
heritage of previous generations. Of particular importance in light of the tendencies
which are manifested in most developed countries of the world acquires improvement
of higher education. Educational activities are an important factor in the socialization
of the young man, as it is in the educational process she receives comprehensive
knowledge and reinforces generate a positive attitude about social processes and their
own life, in particular regarding the formation and development of their spiritual
sphere [Parenting ..., c. 61].

On the formation of spiritual self-consciousness of the modern young man, his
system of morals and values causing a significant impact religion and church
[Stavytska, 2005, p. 283-292]. Therefore, the purpose of our research was to identify
the attitude of students to explore the possibility of implementation and training
specialists in the system of high school courses Religious Studies cycle and
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understanding of the impact of these courses on spiritual development of young
people.

The research was conducted among students of 2-4 courses National
Pedagogical University M. P. Dragomanov. The total sample was 188 students. The
questions were formulated as follows: Is it necessary to introduce courses in
universities studying Religious Studies cycle: «Psychology of Religion», «religion
expertness»? a) If yes, for what purpose? b) If not, why not?

The most illustrative answers we present the formulation students. The answer is
yes (85%): - Looking because the religion offers a valuable for the individual and
society moral standards, which promote spiritual development; encourage students to
act according to moral standards, including those offered by religion.

- This course is required for 100%, because religion has a great influence on the
psychology of human personality in general. We as teachers need to know the
religion of the other, to be able to adequately treat people professing different
religions.

- Looking for now the question of coexistence of different religions is very
important for every individual, country and the world at large. We must preach
tolerance, disclose the importance of religion in daily life to help students find the
answers in the Bible for routine problems of everyday life.

- It is necessary — this will increase the level of culture, education students will
expand their horizons. Since the Ukraine multinational state, then this country
inhabited by people of different faiths, so everyone should know the features of these
religions for better communication and collaboration with different people, without
affecting their interests and beliefs.

- Yes, 1 think that this course will be interesting and useful for students because
religion i1s an integral part of society. An educated person should have an
understanding of this sector of society to better know and understand and your and
other people's nations.

- Yes, we need because it will promote religious tolerance, especially among
young people, which is very important for development without conflict between the
people and the community in general, and the promotion world outlook positions of
young people, especially teachers — philologists, lawyers, psychologists, primary
school teachers and others. Information provided within religious courses will enable
young people to avoid dangerous situations entry into destructive religious
organizations, sects inhumane and prevent them immoral behavior.

Students who gave negative responses (15%) motivated them as follows: a
spiritual person should receive education in the family; such courses need only to

specialists in this field; I can not say that this course is necessary, but it would be nice
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if he was taught at least one semester; the main thing that the teacher does not impose
his views to students and comprehensively and impartially providing information
about religion, pointing out advantages and disadvantages of each. (Do not imposed
opinion and, at the same time pointed out advantages and disadvantages of religion -
that 1s, there is still a need to give evaluation. This is a typical contradiction youth
maximalism — my comment — S.A).

Therefore, in the light received results of research it seems that offer the head of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Pedagogical Society A. Zatovskoho [Zatovskyy, 2004], the
need to createas agreed upon with the traditional religions of Ukraine, the joint state-
ecclesiastical national and regional commissions to develop and implement
approbated experimentally varied religious-oriented educational and pedagogic
courses, programs and textbooks; preparation and retraining pedagogical personnel
for their teaching, in order to tolerance towards religious believers of all traditional
religions and doctrines.
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
