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EDUCATIONAL PRACTICES OF UKRAINIANS IN THE USA:
POSSIBILITIES FOR APPLICATION OF EXPERIENCE IN UKRAINE

Since we have Ukrainian ethnicity in the USA as a center of our scientific
interests, we would like to add some information to the proposed topic of the
seminar. Our paper deals with the possibilities for adaptation and use of the American
Ukrainians educational practices in the educational field of Ukraine.

Let us begin with the search of global differences between cultural spaces of the
USA and Ukraine. Well-known fact is that the USA government supports
multiculturalism policy, even if it is not officially adopted [Kushnareva, 2011]. Such
policy reduces social tension based on ethnic and cultural diversity in the society. As
American nation doesn’t have dominating culture, representatives of the different
ethnic groups have equal possibilities in education. Cultural diversity promotes
tolerance in the society. That is why interactions between individuals are based on
their personal interests, likes, or dislikes, and not on affiliation to main culture or to
subculture. By the way, such situation applies also for the religious sphere: the USA,
being religiously diverse, has not chosen dominating religion. It promotes the
unification of the society on the basis of civil and humanistic values [Putnam, 2010].

In the same time, in Ukraine we can observe revival of the national idea and the
installation and spread of the national culture. We can’t yet predict the final
consequences of these processes, but we’ve already noticed the rise of polarization in
the Ukrainian society. Representatives of the ethnic minorities in Ukraine, especially
Russians, are trying to reject dominating culture. They have build the system of
stereotypes and principles for own internal counter with the Ukrainian environment.
Such consequences caused by artificiality of the processes, mentioned in the
beginning of the paragraph. Now they are directed from top to bottom, namely they
are spreading regarding to the authorities. Political elites had not invented them; they
just adopted them from radical forces that have appeared on the Ukrainian political
stage after the Revolution of Dignity. Ideas of these radical forces reflect opinions of
some part of the Ukrainian society, but whole society is not radical. That is why
others, including ethnic minorities, started to reject Ukrainian national practices.

Now we get the picture of the differences: the USA is ethnic and cultural diverse
and its diversity is supported by the authorities. Ukraine is also ethnic diverse, but
here the idea of national monoculture is supported on the state level. This is a basic
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condition for the analysis of the schooling practices among the minorities, since it is a
main topic of our seminar.

It is the system of cultural diversity which contributed the most in the creation of
wide diversity of the USA national minorities schooling practices. All ethnic
communities, including Ukrainian, have the right to choose forms and methods of the
ethnic education for their children. The system of Ukrainian schooling in the USA
has four types of schools: 1) schools, which are taught in Ukrainian; 2) schools,
where students study Ukrainian subjects among others; 3) secondary schools, which
taught Ukrainian language; 4) schools where Ukrainian language is taught as an
optional subject. Also in the USA there are few kindergartens with the Ukrainian-
language group [Educational..., 2014]. This system allows parents to choose how
involved their children should be in the studying of the cultural and scientific heritage
of the Ukrainian nation.

Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church and Ukrainian Orthodox Church play a big
role in the spreading of the Ukrainian ethnic knowledge. Since in the USA more than
50% of communities are religious [Putnam, 2010], schools are not exclusion — most
of the Sunday and Saturday schools are under the patronage of these two religious
organizations [Teacher..., 2011]. Sunday and Saturday schools are most numerous,
since they allow parents to get their children acquainted with the Ukrainian culture
and language without taking them from their usual school environment and their
peers. Such practices really are effective. Researchers find 15% of the Ukrainians in
the USA speak Ukrainian at home and another 15% speak Russian [Korotych, 2014].
It indicates the high level preservation of own language in the Ukrainian community,
having in mind, of course, the big number of the interethnic marriages and high level
of the Ukrainians integration into the American society.

Demonstrated practices are not very controversial for the Ukraine. Most of them
were formed regarding to public consciousness of the Ukrainian ethnic and religious
communities in the USA. Their will to translate ethnic cultural knowledge for the
children was the main reason for the installation of the Ukrainian schooling system in
the USA. Such experience can be applied for the ethnic minorities of Ukraine, if
decentralization will happen and the local communities will adopt more power. If the
local communities will have right to choose how involved their children should be
into the culture and language of own ethnos, the question of forming universal
formula for education of national minorities in Ukraine will lose actuality. Then will
rise the need of state program to finance the educational initiatives of national
minorities, but this matter is easier. Also we should have in mind the system of the
national monoculture supported by authorities can become the barrier for the
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adaptation of the American Ukrainians practices into the Ukrainian educational
system, since they were formed in the other social system. For our opinion, putting
off the national question in the Ukrainian discourse and switching of the public
attention to the installation of the public society will have a positive impact on the
spread of the tolerance in Ukraine and will improve the situation of its ethnic
minorities.
