WAYS TO IMPROVE THE PERSONAL QUALITIES OF THE JUDGES IN FREESTYLE WRESTLING
IN THE COURSE OF THEIR PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITY

The article focuces on proving of training of judges in wrestling, the factors influencing the success of the judicial activity is
formulated. It was revealed that the success of a complex of judicial activity in addition to the judicial experience, knowledge,
techniques and ftactics of struggle is caused by a high level of development of professionally important psychophysiological
functions. The attention is focused on the influence of psychological factors on the activities of the judges in the competition period,
which include the management of motivation and mental state judge. It analyzes the development of personal qualities that judges
wrestling promote psycho exercises self-control techniques, provides compounds of formula of auto-suggestion, which will be aimed
at improving the training and retraining of different qualifications of judges.A sociological survey was conducted among local judges
about the definition of personal qualities of the judges and their impact on judicial activities. It was revealed that a decisive battle in
addition to morally judge prepared, but physically (perform physical exercises, exercises for the hands and eyes); coaches and
athletes do not keep up with rapidly changing the rules that lead to conflicts with the judges; the main characteristics of the success
of the arbitrator considered: objectivity, honesty, independence, integrity, invincibility but the majority of respondents do not feel
respected by the judges of Ukraine.lsolation of factors, coverage of the role of physical education in the process of professional
development of judges and growth in wrestling will help develop a system of pedagogical methods aimed at improving the training
and retraining of different qualifications of judges. It is noted that only the training of judges, taking into account individual
characteristics, will allow to raise trained judge, capable professional to seize any fight, and then you can say with confidence,
knowing once or personal functionality of judges, will be produced the most complete (significant) a judgment about the success of
each of them in their judicial activities.

GAME TECHNIQUES IN EDUCATION: INNOVATIVE METHODS OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING

The article deals with the methodological component of teacher’s activity aimed at introducing game techniques into the
educational process as defined by the requirements to methodological work in classical universities with the strong focus on
professional education.

In this context, game techniques are viewed as a modifying innovation whose objective is to improve and supplement
existing forms of training in higher educational institutions.

After analyzing works of contemporary researchers, the author defined groups of principles of the methodological work,
which became the basis for the game techniques course (part of the Educational Innovation special course) for the master’s degree
students of the historical faculty of Kharkiv National University named after V.N.Karazin. To describe principles the author grouped
them as follows:

- the organization of methodological work: those dealing with organizational recommendations, coordination, regulation, and
innovation

- principles of structuring methodological work and those defining its content: relationship to real life, scientific focus,
consistency and integrity, regularity, relationship between science and practice, priority, efficiency, flexibility, and mobility

- principles of preparation and management of methodological work: those related to integration, dynamic nature, change,
continuity, growing creativity and research focus.

The article analyzes how the following functions of the methodological work (those related to diagnostics, correction and
updating, estimation and forecasting, compensation, modelling, and valuation) could be used by the subjects of the educational
process in the application of professional knowledge and skills.

Adapted to the conditions of work in higher education institutions these functions have become the basis of teachers’ training
the students during the "Game techniques” course.

The paper also draws attention to the forms of methodological preparation, with the special emphasis on the collective forms
of methodological work (experience sharing, workshops, business and role-playing games, group counselling sessions).

The author believes that the components of the methodological work described in the article may assist teachers in their
further work in the field of game techniques in the educational process at high school institutions.
