The
visual ability of representation is
combined with the flesh, which extends
the cognitive capabilities of person. The
creation of mental images through the
presentation and free operation of them
is the result of creative insight. It’s an
unusual combination of images, ideas,
thoughts, elements of seen and
conceivable.
