Gumenyuk S.V. The significance and role of special physical training for the «Juveniles» category in acrobatic
rock and roll. Analyzing the competitive activity of young athletes from acrobatic rock and roll, the impression is that the
requirements for the level of physical fitness of young rock n-rollers significantly outweigh the possibilities of improving physical
fitness, including in the aspect of special physical training of dancers. To a large extent, the problem is exacerbated by the specific
paired peculiarities of the structure of the preparedness of rock and rollers.

Perfect performance of the competitive program with a dance pair with such intensity requires a certain high level of special
physical fitness of athletes from acrobatic rock and roll.

The lack of scientific and methodological literature on the consideration of the issue in this area highlighted the issue of
special physical training of the category of "juveniles" athletes in acrobatic rock and roll, which became the relevance of our study.

Purpose: Analysis of the results of questioning and determination of the significance of special physical training of athletes
in acrobatic rock and roll at the stage of previous basic training. Material and methods: the following research methods were used:
theoretical analysis and generalization of data from special scientific methodological literature, methods of mathematical statistics.
The study involved 20 expert trainers in acrobatic rock'n'roll. In order to determine the place, role and meaning of the special physical
training of the category "juvenile” in the acrobatic rock-and-roll role, we conducted a survey of leading trainers of Ukraine on this kind
of sport for the developed questionnaire. Results: the ranking of the mean values of the indicators of training types and the average
values of the test-exercise indicators was obtained separately for partners, partners and sports pairs of the "Juveniles" category in
acrobatic rock'n'roll. Conclusions: Based on the analysis of the questionnaire, the percentage of special physical training in the
training process of the juvenile category athletes in acrobatic rock and roll is established at the stage of the previous basic training
and the priority of the tests-exercises of special physical readiness is determined.
