Stepanets Mykola. Supervision as a condition for the successful organization of Master's
degree programs in Canadian universities

The term "supervision", based on the principle of partnership between the subject and the object is
considered. The concept of supervisor is described and can be defined as follows. It is a member of staff to
whom authority is delegated to direct, coordinate, support and evaluate the professional activities of
subordinates. Researchers note that the supervisor applies an individual, personalized effort to help the
student achieve his or her goals.
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The key features are identified as unique partnership relationships combined with learning and
support. Since supervision is a professional relationship, it should be a sign of professionalism and
autonomous evaluation.

Factors that affect the organization and delivery of Master's degree programs in Canada are described
as the quality of pedagogical education, the qualifications of employees, and the skills and abilities of
supervision as a social work technology. Basic tips that should be used by future supervisors have been
developed.
