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Shushkevych Y. M. On the question of dividing the work of Ludwig Wittgenstein into the early and late
periods

This study analyzes the criterion by which the work of the Austrian-British philosopher, Ludwig Wittgenstein, is
divided into “early” and “late” periods. Traditionally, it is considered that the main work of the “early” period of creativity —
Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus, and “late” — Philosophical Investigations, and often these works are opposed, on the
grounds that as if writing Philosophical Investigations, the philosopher abandons his views set out in the Tractatus Logico-
philosophicus. However, is this really the case, and to which aspects of the philosopher's work is it correct to apply such a
division?
