The relevance of the study lies in the analysis and evaluation of the competitive activities of handball players — champions
of Ukraine in the European Cup tournament — the Champions League at different stages of its draw. Achievements and rankings
of leading handball clubs in the international arena are the main components of their preparation for official competitions
and maximum realization of both team and individual opportunities. The received information promotes effective development
of handball at the national level, increase of indicators of competitive activity of handball clubs.

The purpose of the work — analyzes the participation of women's handball clubs at different stages of the Champions
League draw and identify trends in the game.

Material and research methods. The matches of 3 women's handball clubs — champions of Ukraine of different years,
participants of the draw of the European Champions League for 19 seasons (1992/93-2010/11) are analyzed. The data are
obtained from the official protocols, which are available on the website of the European Handball Federation (https: //www.
champions-league-women/archive) [10]. The information was used to check competitive performance indicators to compare
and analyze its relationship with team rankings. Theoretical analysis and generalization of scientific and methodological litera-
ture and technical protocols on the Internet, the method of system analysis, chronological method, and methods of mathematical
statistics allowed to formulate the problem, determine the relevance of issues, justify the purpose and objectives of the work.

Research results. The article highlights the organizational aspects of the competitive activities of women's handball clubs
(GC) of Ukraine in the tournaments of the European Champions Cup and Champions League for 19 seasons (1992/93-2010/11).
An analysis of the highest achievements of women s handball clubs — champions of Ukraine, namely. the number of GC (38 GC)
from the leading European countries (23 countries) with which our handball players met; victories and defeats, goals scored
and conceded, matches scored, the number of goals conceded and conceded in winning and lost matches and their effectiveness.

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Soliar L. V. Methodical aspects of the junior schoolchildren’s musical ability development in the process of
choreography studying

The article highlights the methodological aspects of junior schoolchildren’s musical ability development in the process
of choreography studying. Particularly, the emphasis is placed on the schoolchildren s creative activity formation which requires
its constant development and involves the process of overcoming problems and developing new, non-standard ideas, original
approaches and the ways to their implementation. The content of music and pedagogical researches, educational and method-
ical manuals, etc. is analyzed from the problems of the junior schoolchildren’s musical ability development, as well as the role
of art in the process of the creative development, the use of choreography in the children’s aesthetic development. The key
researches of the junior schoolchildren'’s aspects of the musical ability development by Ukrainian and foreign scientists are cov-
ered. It was emphasized that nowadays choreographic activity with schoolchildren should not only be of a training nature, but
also have a focus on artistic, creative and musical development. It is claimed that the basis of choreographic activity is the per-
formance of motor actions, by means of which the inner world of the student, his emotions and feelings are revealed. The most
effective elements dance movements in the educational process are considered, which increase the interest, the activity of chil-
dren s perception of music promote the development of a sense of rhythm, order, musical memory; help students to understand
the means of musical expression, play a significant role in the development of the creative initiative and imagination — applause,
walking, running, dancing movements, hand movements, etc. Musical and rhythmic activities are characterized, namely, musi-
cal and rhythmic exercises that promote the mastery of the main musical and theoretical concepts, develop the musical hearing
and memory, sense of rhythm, activate the perception of music. It is noted that the most common methods of teaching dance
movements are explanation, practical demonstration, the performance of exercises and elements at the expense, the independent
performance of elements. Methods of the musical and rhythmic sense development which provide the usage of games aimed
at activating the sense of rhythm in junior high school, particularly — image-game movements that help to reveal and perceive
the means of musical expression, musical characteristics of a particular image.
