Martynenko L.V. Dyspraxia in the structure of speech dysontogenesis of child.

In this article, we define dyspraxia, developmental coordination disorder and describe how it is diagnosed,
discussed in different level. Developmental coordination disorder (dyspraxia) is a common neuromotor condition,
affecting about 5%—6% of school-aged children. Despite its prevalence, developmental coordination disorder may be
underecognized by professionals in speech therapy. In the previous DSM edition developmental coordination disorder
was included under the broad category of “learning disorders”; in DSM-5, it is subcategorized as a motor disorder within
the broader category of “neurodevelopmental disorders.” Ukrainian researchers in the field of special education and
speech therapy use different concepts to define praxis disorders: dyspraxia, apraxia and consider them in the structure
of cortical dysarthria, motor alalia and aphasia. "Articulatory dyspraxia" is relatively new in literary sources, but this
disorder is not used in medical and psychological-pedagogical classifications. Foreign speech therapy operates with the
concepts of "children's apraxia of speech”, "verbal dyspraxia", "developmental dyspraxia" - when the symptomatology is
more than an articulatory and verbal praxis. It's been approving that many of the motor and psychosocial difficulties
associated with the dyspraxia continue into adulthood. Recent systematic reviews and practice guidelines have identified
successful evidence-based interventions for children with DCD, verbal apraxia.

Nykonenko N. Current Issues of Preparation Teachers to Educate Students with Special Educational
Needs in the USA.

US special education teachers improve the quality of life of their students, which means the provision of
educational services in various forms of education (in mainstreaming classes, in special classes, separate special
schools and in other settings). They lead the individualized educational programs team’s discussions, collaborate with
general education teachers, consult other teachers and parents, develop instructions for general education teachers,
teach math, reading, and writing, model situations for social skills formation in special education students, as well as
organize everyday activities for them: create a physically and emotionally safe educational environment, arrange their
living space, timetable and additional services, collaborate with all stakeholders of educational process.

At the same time, there are many problems associated with the training of specialists needed in the field of
education, the number of which does not cover national needs. Institutions of Higher Education face a difficult task: to
prepare future special educators for the challenging profession in an economically unstable situation caused by the
negative impact of the global pandemic and related quarantine restrictions on the unbalanced economic system; active
involvement of parents in the educational process; the growing number of students with complex and multiple disabilities
in general education classrooms; the need to coordinate the efforts of all professionals providing educational and
additional services for special education students. The complex curriculum for special teachers’ preparation is difficult to
manage, because in the limited time the applicants should undergo an abandon program combining professional
knowledge and skills to teach both students with one or more disabilities and students with typical development,
corresponding real working conditions and providing a continuous clinical practice under the guidance of experienced
mentors.
