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In the scientific research the necessity of university students social education
has been justified, the algorithm of this process and its peculiarities have been
characterized. The essence of social education under the conditions of
extracurricular activities and the ways to realize it by means of design activity have
been formulated.

It has been defined that social education is a purposeful process of mastering

a certain system of knowledge, norms, values, relations, behaviours, that enables a



person to function as an integral member of the society, community, group, in which
a certain type of a personality is formed. This personality has gained some social
experience and can interact with other people, adapt to certain social roles and
patterns of social position manifestation.

The aim of social education has been defined: to form sociality as an
integrated feature of a personality. Social education functions as a means to create
comfortable space, which allows to realize personal potential of students
involvement in the process of designing life plans and projects of one’s life
activities.

The connection between the forms of social education and the respective aim,
content and features of students involvement in the real interaction has been
revealed. They are combined in three groups: 1) socially important activities; 2) the
ones aimed at personal features development; 3) and the ones with leisure time
activities dominating.

The directions of social education as certain kinds of activity have been
outlined. They reflect: strengthening of educational (pedagogic) character of
learning, creation of educational (pedagogic) systems in educational institutions;
making the environment pedagogic; deployment of leisure time, club and amateur
activities; stimulation of social-educational activity of new youth associations;
realization of democratic potential in educational institutions; expansion of
university institutions and substructures network to realize youth interests and
needs.

The functions of social education in a higher education establishment have
been clarified: value-orientational, communicative, actualizing, organizational,
pragmatic, social-pedagogical.

It has been proved that due to realization of certain types of activities and
search of new forms of social-educational work the essence of functions complies
with the aims of education in extracurricular activity, which are always
pedagogically motivated and justified. Extracurricular activity has been analysed as

the conditions under which social education is realized. Among them there are



variative education realization, free choice of kinds and forms of activity that
“levels” students starting opportunities, students choice of individual trajectory of
education, which provides “the situation of success”, contributes to educating the
skill to be a competitive organizer of educational work in different social-
educational institutions.

In the dissertation the algorithms of social education process have been
elaborated and described, the structure and forms of students extracurricular social-
educational activity have been justified: the first one is socially important activities
(for example, creation of “Design school” in the boarding school type-like
institutions, mobile exhibitions of students works, charity events, etc.); the second
one is about such forms which provide personal features development (for example,
the business game “The Presentation of Original Works”, the discourse “the Right
of the Beautiful to Exist”, the project “Let’s Create a World of the Beautiful”); the
third one is about forms among which leisure time activities dominate (the program
“Design and Fashion”, the competition of works of art, a city tour in search of the
beautiful, writing scripts and their realization, etc.).

The author has revealed the meaning of the concepts “design” and “design
activity” as means of pedagogical influence on students, as mechanisms to expand
the sphere of their creative activity in the process of social education. Design is a
creative activity that needs organized subject-spatial environment, makes mediated
influence on a human behavior model, on the process of person’s self-identification,
on formation of value orientations. It is an aesthetic activity the essence of which is
manifested in the realization of person’s aesthetic orientations and social values. It is
an integrated system of student’s preparation for creative activity, an orientation on
self-realisation, creativity, problem-solving and creative thinking, the ability to
operate in the changing world, it is creation of a new reality. The influence of design
by means of design activity has been ascertained. Design activity is analysed as: the
process of person’s world exploration, as an individual and collective way of an

individual’s life activity, as a peculiar spiritual life system of society that unites



social institutions, way of life, culture and needs; as a sphere of life activity in which
inner world, person’s development have been formed.

On the basis of scientific literature analysis the necessity to form socially
significant personal features has been proved. These features are reflected in the
concrete indexes of the five criteria: 1) purposefulness (goal setting) — awareness
and realization of educational tasks, the ability to define goals and tasks of design
activity; 2) initiative (social activity) — orientation on active social-pedagogical
activity, socially oriented use of design activity in educational process; 3)
communicative potential (interaction) — command of means of communication,
communicative culture, adequate intonation-emotional influence; 4) social
responsibility — taking responsibility for the content and the quality of educational
activity, independence in planning extracurricular activity and its stages in social
education, defining the social role of every member of social-educational process; 5)
social experience — command of methods and types of design activity with
motivation and orientation on defining the aim, means and algorithm of education in
different social-educational situations.

The algorithm to implement students social education has been suggested,
which presupposes realization of three stages:

The first stage includes construction of extracurricular activity constituents,
namely formation of knowledge, abilities and skills of social education due to
students involvement in a workshop “My Choice”, participation in School of Self-
Determination, in the elective course “Interconnection of Social Education and
Design-Art”, that provided lectures and practical classes to enhance independence in
choosing forms, content and methods to achieve one’s own goals, interests and
needs.

The second stage encourages students to choose forms of educational activity
by means of design-art. Namely, every student had to decide which social-
educational formation they would participate in: School of Cultures Dialogue,
creative workshop, the club “Let’s Preserve Folk Traditions”, Design School,

School of Arts and Crafts, etc. In addition, every educational formation and every



form of social education clearly guided students to show initiative, independence,
responsibility, eagerness to make decisions in the process of social-educational
programs realization.

The third stage of students social education in extracurricular activity was
rather complicated and multifaceted. That particular stage reflects the peculiarities
and the essence of social education in practical activity, which was facilitated by
“the augmented field method”. It provided the possibility to involve students in
independent pedagogical tasks solving in different spheres of life activity
(elaboration and realization of the project “Our Life and Art of Design”, creative
ideas fair, a social project “A Perl from your Chest”), students active participation in
social events (“Spiritual Treasures of Our Nation”, “Gift People with Joy”, “Chariot
for a Soldier”).

For the purpose of students individual creative development the social-
educational program has been implemented in the process of educational activity in
the general educational institution Ne 24 (Kyiv) and “the map of personal
development” has been realized: the workshop “Skillful Hands”, “The Golden Egg”,
the debate club “Your Nation’s Culture”, the puppet theatre, etc. have been created.

Students were being taught and their activity as educators and designers was
being corrected at the same time. Common activities of different social-educational
university formations were planned, which made it possible to realize different
projects on students scripts: Flower Festival, World of Fairy Tales, “Culture
Heritage — to Remember on One’s Way”, exhibitions, creativity competitions, etc.

The formation experiment was carried out in 2017-2018 in National
Pedagogical Dragomanov University on the basis of three faculties: Faculty of
Philosophy of Education (Specialty “Design”), Faculty of Pedagogy and Psychology
(a teacher of primary school and fine art), Faculty of Social-Economic Education
(educational program “Social Pedagogy”). The experimental group consisted of 118
students, the test group consisted of 101 students.

According to the determined stages, directions, goals, tasks and indexes of the

five criteria of students social education pedagogical conditions have been



suggested. They allow to achieve the goals of social-educational work in
extracurricular activity: a) presence of the object of social-educational activity; b)
presence of the subject of pedagogical activity; ¢) common creative activity of the
project or program participants; d) manifestation of the object’s positive attitude to
extracurricular social-educational activity; e) management of social-educational
activity, relations, environment, coordination and correction of teachers and students
activities; f) transformation of students extracurricular social-educational activity
into “a personal necessity”.

The implementation of students university social education algorithm gave
the opportunity to assess effectiveness of the set of forms, content, ways and
methods, as well as pedagogical conditions for their realization; to systematize
methodology materials for social-educational programs and projects in order to
realize them in educational institutions of different levels.

In accordance with the results of formation experiment in the experimental
group compared to the test group the increase of high level of social education
indexes according to the five criteria by 28,16% was recorded.

The results validity was verified using the adapted method of V. Slastionin
according to three parameters of average value: personal education (has changed
from 4,9 to 8,1), theoretical support of social education (has changed from 4,12 to
6,1) and operational-active aspect (methodic) has shown changes in social education
from 3,16 to 7,61.

The author has elaborated learning and teaching programs for social-
educational work with different categories of participants: the teacher resource book
“University Students Social Education by Means of Design Activity”, which
includes basic theoretical principles, a complex of diagnostic methods and a set of
scripts for social education events using design-art (game apps, a training “From a
Game to Experiencing Creativity”, a teaching program “Students Ethnic-Cultural
Education”, the scripts “Ukraine — my Homeland”, “Chornobryvtsiv Nasiyala Maty
(Mother has planted marigolds)”), which demanded students skills of decorating the

surroundings, designing clothes for the participants, presenting design-image of



particular event participants. Teaching and learning materials for bachelor students
have been suggested (specialties “Social Pedagogy”, “Design”, “Primary School
Teacher”), as well as materials for university courses “Methodology of Educational
Work”; “Artistic and Applied Activity” and “History of Social-Educational Work™.
Diagnostic toolkit to analyse professional training of students to work as qualified
professionals according to educational program “Social-Educational Work with
Children and Youth” (specialty 011 Education / Science) has been form and tested.
