The article reveals the problem of introducing modern methods of teaching musical art into the educational process of a sec-
ondary school. It is noted that the key problem of ensuring high-quality school music education is the issue of modernization
and expansion of innovative approaches in musical pedagogical practice.

The method of implementation of personality-oriented technologies of musical education for elementary school students on
the basis of folk pedagogical traditions is highlighted. It was found that the proposed methodology provides for the involvement
of the child in the folk musical environment, the establishment of subject-subject relations between the teacher and students
in the process of musical education, stimulation of the development of the creative potential of each student in various types
of musical activity. The complex of personality-oriented technologies of musical teaching of elementary school students based
on folk pedagogical traditions is revealed and characterized.

Within the framework of the publication, the analysis of a set of methods is carried out and the essence of the methodology
for the formation of artistic tastes of high school students in the process of vocal training is covered. Emphasis is focused on
the fact that this technique includes the optimal forms of vocal work with high school students in extracurricular activities,
which include individual, pair and ensemble-group lessons, as well as forms of pedagogical monitoring of the high school
students achievements.

An innovative method of developing the creative abilities of schoolchildren on the basis of song folklore is revealed. Its
uniqueness is substantiated, which lies in the combination of the latest technologies in the field of methods of teaching music
with a creative rethinking of Ukrainian songwriting.

The method of development of palm intonation thinking of students with speech defects based on the ideas of orchestral edu-
cation and eurythmy is highlighted. Its effectiveness in the development of the childs creative abilities has been proven. It is
emphasized that these methods form the motivation to learn, arouse great interest in the art of music, contribute to the successful
self-realization of the individual, open the way to improve practice, make innovative changes in the methodology of teaching music.

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Strilets-Babenko O. V. Formation of research skills in future social teachers by project method

The article analyzes the project method, describes the functions and types of projects; the expediency of application
of the method of projects in the process of preparation of students is substantiated and possible ways of using the method
of projects during training are considered. The need to implement in social work a variety of professional functions: diagnostic,
prognostic, counseling, protective, preventive, social-transformative, organizational, correctional-rehabilitation, social-ther-
apeutic, actualizing the research activities of specialists. The author proves that the use of the project method in the process
of training social educators allows to develop critical thinking in future specialists, to form general and special competencies.
The main conditions that contribute to the effective preparation of higher education students for research activities are analyz-
ed, including: a specially created research environment, a comprehensive system of teaching and research activities of students
and an integrative approach. Attention is paid to the process of formation of research culture of future specialists. The possibility
of practical realization of educational, developmental, upbringing, control-correctional and stimulating-motivational function
of the project method is investigated. Examples of using the project method when studying topics from the course are given. The
variety of projects allows students and teachers to choose the topics and types of projects, which contributes to the formation
of students' independence, their responsibility for the decision. The article outlines the concept of “project result”, defines its
characteristics and features. The characteristics of the functions of the project method are analyzed and given, as well as vari-
ous types of projects that influence the formation of research skills in future social educators are illustrated.
