Alipova T. S. Analysis and assessment of the level of physical health of first-year students

The article reveals the assessment of students’ health in the process of educational activities in physical education classes.
Indicators of physical health of first-year students of 16—18 years of Kharkiv Engineering and Pedagogical Academy are pre-
sented. The results of the study were used in the organization and planning of the educational process of physical education
with the definition of the ratio of methods, principles, means of physical culture and regulation of physical activity according to
the level of fitness and health. The organization of physical education in universities is not effective enough to increase the level
of physical fitness, health, motivation and interest of students in exercise and sports.

Physical education in universities is not an effective organization to increase the level of physical fitness, health, motivation
and interest of students in exercise and sports.

Physical education deserves special attention for students, because the years of study in higher educational institutions
are an important stage in the formation of future professionals. The volume of program material of academic disciplines is
constantly increasing, it makes increased demands on adaptive capabilities, in particular, on the state of health of students
in general. Therefore, in the complex system of educational process in higher education institutions belongs to the physical
education of students. The physical culture of students is of great importance for the training of future professionals. The influ-
ence of various determining factors remains an important problem low physical activity of student youth and lead to low levels
of physical health.

An urgent problem today is the education of young people. The new generation is the key to a happy future for the state as
an independent unit of the world community and society as a whole. This future depends on the level of physical and mental
health of those who are now 16—18 years old.

Thus, the search for new tools, methods and approaches to optimization meaningful side of the educational process of stu-
dent youth that will contribute improving health and determined the direction of this work.
