YEROSHENKO K. Monitoring social work paraprofessional’s activities: experience of community
adviser’s network.

This article outlines approaches to paraprofessional’s activities monitoring in the field of social
work on the example of international and Ukrainian experience. The article highlights alternative
options for paraprofessional social worker’s monitoring: monitoring activities on the basis of social
services, on the basis of an intradisciplinary team, monitoring of paraprofessional’s individual
activities in communities. Practical issues of implementing monitoring procedures in the
paraprofessional network of Ukrainian community advisers who individually work in small
communities and in closed groups are considered in this paper. The complexity of monitoring the
activities of this network is in the fact that the functions of community advisers are new to the practice
of Ukrainian social work, since everyone in this network works in its own format. In the context of this
monitoring complexity, the analysis was made on the limitations of existing monitoring procedures of
the network of community advisers.

Among the approaches to monitoring the activities of paraprofessionals can be distinguished
formalized and functional approaches. The first is used in cases where paraprofessionals are involved
in the activities of the organization, the second — if they work in the community independently. The
experience of the community of Ukrainian public advisers, whose monitoring was initially based on a
functional approach, demonstrated a number of limitations of the functional approach, including: low
percentage of paraprofessional community participation in monitoring, one-sided feedback, focus on
control without taking into account the needs of people, in motivation.

Experience shows the need to reorient the functional approach to monitoring public councilors
to supervision and support.
