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Nezhyva O. M. The success story of the educational policy of Finland

The author examines the peculiarities of the formation and development of the education system in Finland in this paper.
The author also shows the main factors that played the importance role in promoting the development of democratic education
and the ways of its improvement. It was found that the organizational structure of Finnish higher education today is the result
of two main reforms. The first professional and technical reform, which is considered to be the founder of a new type of institu-
tions are polytechnic institutes in the early 1990s. Furthermore, this reform contributed to secondary vocational and technical
institutions being merged and renewed and they became part of the higher education system, that is, a non-university sector (the
polytechnic sector) was created with a mission different from the existing academic universities.

The second reform, called the “Great University Reform”, took place in 2009 and consisted in universities being separat-
ed from the state as independent legal entities under public law or established within private law. It was a big administrative
change, but it also included an important factor — mergers (to reduce the number of higher education institutions). Currently,
Finland has retained the main features of the Nordic (Scandinavian) model: an increasingly strong commitment to the ideals
of educational equality and expanding access for citizens of any age and economic status, including the principle of free edu-
cation. On the other hand, the system had to adapt to growing market forces and internationalization, such as the introduction
of new public administration and academic capitalism.

At the same time, the peculiarities of the modern development strategy of the Finnish education system are analyzed, taking
into account the current democratization of society. This gradual expansion means that higher education in Finland is now
provided by different universities. The characteristic features of Finland's educational policy are analyzed, in particular, com-
mon features in the educational system of these countries are highlighted: the right of any citizen to free education in higher
education institutions, regardless of age and economic status; higher education institutions are small, with tight centralization
and control of resources and limited competition.

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Onatskyi V. Education of academically gifted students in the developed countries of the world

The article presents approaches to the education of academically gifted students in the developed countries of the world.
The historical prerequisites for the development of gifted education in Great Britain, Germany, the USA, China, Japan
and Australia are analyzed. It was established that the education of academically gifted students who had the ability to learn was
one of the trends of the second half of the 20th century. For the education of such children in developed countries, specialized
classes and schools were created, enriched, accelerated, independent, advanced and elective programs were developed.
In particular, the differentiation of the education of gifted students in US schools occurs through the organization of three streams
of education: general education, academic and practical (professional). Giftedness researchers in Germany found that students
in specialized classes show better academic results compared to students in regular classes. The results of giftedness studies are
presented, which established that 30% of students expelled from schools (for failure, bad behavior, etc.) had high intellectual
abilities, and the majority of school graduates who were considered intellectually gifted felt depressed and had mental disorders.
1t is noted that since the 1970s, students who had outstanding abilities, achieved high academic results and were identified by
professionally qualified specialists were included in the category of gifted and talented. It is proven that at the current stage
of development, the educational philosophy of the developed countries of the world has reoriented from the idea of giftedness
to the principles of egalitarianism and inclusion. Prospects for further research are planned in the comparison of approaches to
the education of gifted students before and after the implementation of the New Ukrainian School reform.
