Ensuring access to quality education is one of the urgent areas of development of educational systems in the world,
and the European experience of reforming national educational systems is of interest to the Ukrainian education system.

In the direction of the research of the chosen topic, the scientific output of domestic authors is noted regarding the practical
aspects of the educational sector in the countries of the European Union, the trends that dominate the structure of European
higher education, the study of the experience of professional training of specialists in educational institutions of the countries
of the European Union.

European integration aspirations, determination of conditions for the development of the art education system of Ukraine
currently determine the need to study the experience of developed European countries, study the reality of their art education
systems, in particular Finland.

The analysis of the results of research by scientists (dedicated to music education) showed the interest of Finnish scientists in
comparative studies of improving the quality of education. The problems in the musical education of schoolchildren and students
consist in the peculiarities of the teacher s professional pedagogical training, the secondary nature of the acquisition of special
musical skills, and the absence of the profession of “music teacher” for elementary grades. Problems similar to modern educa-
tion in Ukraine were revealed: the limited number of hours for music lessons, the desire to convert them into subjects of choice
(with the proven positive influence of music on children's development).

Analyzing the system of music education in Finland, it can be said that it is improving, a decisive role in this process is
played by certain factors, among which are the provision of conditions for teacher training in higher education institutions that
correspond to modern times, the education system is organized in such a way that a significant improvement in learning out-
comes becomes quite real. Music education in Finland directs the activities of young people in a creative, constructive direction.

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Smolnikova O. Modelling autonomous second language learning at higher educational establishments of Great
Britain

In order to integrate into the European educational environment and borrow European experience in the organization
of the educational process at higher educational institutions of Ukraine, the article selects, systematically analyses and summa-
rizes the content of British models of autonomous second language learning: branch-component autonomy (W. Littlewood) —
readiness (motivation) and ability for autonomous learning are emphasized, three-stage educational autonomy — the concept
of linguistic autonomy competence is included (E. Macaro); foreign language-subject autonomy — three interrelated parameters
for any stage of the educational process are defined — student control, external control, without control; the main approaches
that contribute to autonomy development are highlighted: resource-based, technological, student-oriented, classroom-oriented,
based on curricula, based on teacher autonomy (P. Benson),; educational and didactic autonomy — on the basis of autono-
mous educational activity psychological basis, eight stages of self-directed learning process are distinguished, control over
educational activity is defined (H. Reinders); two-channel mode of autonomy development in education — consists of four
components and emphasizes the relationship between individualized and interdependent learning ( J. Wang, K. A. Spencer,
D. Wang), intensification of educational autonomy — 3 phases of this phenomenon development are distinguished: dependent or
counter -dependent, independent or individualistic, interdependent (M. P. Breen, S. J. Mann); category-constructive integrity
of autonomous learning — seven of its categories are identified: self-control; metacognitive awareness, critical reflection; flex-
ibility and interdependence of the educational environment, trust; motivation and information competence and 34 constructive
elements, etc. The experience of its implementation in the universities of Great Britain was summarized. The article analyses
the concept of modelling.
