conscientious war was carried out, its psychological and informational dimensions were
emphasized. It is justified that not only consciousness, but also political culture enters its
objects of impression due to the erosion of the value basis and identification of a person as a
basis for further manipulation. The author considered the war of consciousness through the
context of the concepts of the culture of war and violence and the culture of peace, which are
reflected in the documents of the United Nations. The characteristics of a «culture of war and
violence» are a belief in power based on force; the presence of the enemy; authoritarian
management; secrecy and propaganda; armament; exploitation of people; exploitation of
nature; male dominance The specified characteristics reproduce the value, behavioral, and
instrumental dimensions of culture. The foundations of a culture of peace are tolerance,
solidarity, international understanding; democratic participation; free flow of information;
disarmament; Human Rights; Sustainability; equality of women and men. It is important to
cultivate a culture of peace, which narrows the opportunity for the formation and spread of a
culture of war and violence.

The features of the conscientious war as an element of Russia's war against Ukraine are
outlined: the destruction of Ukrainian universities, museum and cultural centers; lies, distortion
and twisting of facts, information, violation of agreements, creation and dissemination of myths,
etc. The comprehensive solution to the issue of confronting conscientious weapons and tools at
the level of the state, society and citizen is emphasized. Particular attention is paid to the
attitude of citizens of different countries to Russia's war against Ukraine. Common positions
and disagreements in the views of Europeans regarding the importance, participation and
support of Ukraine in this war have been determined.

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Stigmatization as a Tool of Populist Political Discourse
The article is devoted to the theoretical analysis of stigmatization as one of the tools of
populist political discourse. Social stigmatization is defined as the process of marking a group of
people on the basis of a certain characteristic, mostly under the influence of negative stereotypes.
The mechanism of social stigmatization as a cognitive construct is revealed using the theses of
D. Unadze's attitude theory. It is substantiated that stigmatization is a negative social attitude that
carries biased information about a person, due to which all other qualities of his personality that do
not cohere with the general stereotype are ignored. It is emphasized that the key role in the
formation of stigmatizing attitudes in the socio-political discourse is played by values, in relation to
which a consolidating value paradigm acceptable to the vast majority of citizens has been achieved.
It has been proven that stigmatization is used primarily as the imagined method of protection of
social values and norms, a kind of threat prevention mechanism that can hinder the effective
unification and functioning of social groups. It is shown that the basis of the functioning of the
stigmatizing attitude in political discourse is the imaginary division of social groups according to
value through a kind of division according to belonging — into «Us» and «Themy, cognitive
separation of the branded social group and the perception of it as a hostile «Other». Emphasis is
placed on the relevance of the study of stigmatization processes in the context of the modern
Russian-Ukrainian war. It is substantiated that the stigmatization of social groups based on
regional characteristics, rationalized in the populist discourse, complicates the dialogue and
consolidation of Ukrainian society, as well as the future process of reintegration of temporarily
occupied territories. The leading role of state bodies and institutions of civil society in promoting
the process of consolidation of Ukrainian society and counteraction to stigmatization is
emphasized.
