Zagitova M. G., Radchenko L. O. Analysis of the problems of online training in rhythmic gymnastics. The article is
devoted to the substantiation of negative and positive aspects in the organisation of online training of young athletes in rhythmic
gymnastics.

The paper identifies important problems that arise in the process of building online training for gymnasts aged 8-12 years,
namely: reduced ability to control the performance of exercises by gymnasts (noted by 86% of respondents), limited possibilities of
premises for performing exercises with an object (noted by 80% of respondents); space and conditions for conducting classes (noted by
86% of respondents); increase in injury factors (noted by 50% of respondents), communication problems - qualitative feedback from
athletes (noted by 40% of respondents), lack of methodological recommendations (noted by 40% of respondents).

The article highlights the positive aspects that arise in the process of online training in rhythmic gymnastics: the possibility of
social adaptation of the child, conducting classes in safe conditions for the child, the ability to work under quarantine restrictions, the
opportunity to get acquainted with the training methods of different coaches, the ability to continue the training process during school
holidays or trips, saving travel time, more attention from the coach.

Klish I.S., Dyshko O. L., Tabak N.V. Peculiarities of Professional Training of Future Physical Education Specialists for
Massage. The article analyses the professional training of future physical education specialists to perform massage. In this context, it
has been found that massage is an effective therapeutic and preventive and general health-improving procedure that requires the search
for new content, forms and methods of training future specialists for its professional effective implementation in practice. The essence of
the massage procedure and the requirements for its implementation by future physical education specialists are clarified. It has been
found that the indicators of the quality of training of a massage specialist in the conditions of a higher education institution for its
implementation are: professional knowledge, ability to communicate, interact with a person, clarity in the distribution of work, individual
training, clothing and posture of a massage therapist, etc. It is emphasized that the special responsibility of the massage therapist lies in
his/her work with children and the ability to take into account the psycho-physiological state of the person, his/her emotions, mood, efc.
The structure and content of the educational components "Fundamentals of Massage" and "Classical Massage" are described. It is
concluded that these educational disciplines are effective means of acquiring professional competences of future physical education
specialists. In order to improve the preparation of higher education students for massage, it is necessary to introduce new regulatory
components into educational and educational-professional programs and expand their list in selective ones.
