The article is devoted to issues of organizing the process of mentoring in higher education institutions of Ukraine. Indeed
one of the consequences of the strengthening of Russian aggression is the reduction of the contingent of applicants, a decrease in
their success rate, and deterioration of the general psychosocial condition. A deep understanding of this topic is necessary both
for solving the issue of creating a student-centred atmosphere in a separate institution, and for the future — from the standpoint
of preserving human potential in the country in general.

The purpose of the study is to determine the possibility and/or expediency of introducing a mentoring system in higher edu-
cation institutions of Ukraine. To achieve this goal, such general scientific methods as analysis of scientific literature, grouping
and systematization, comparison, synthesis and induction, questionnaires, modelling, forecasting and generalization were used.
The results of the study show that the concept of "mentoring" is not regulated at the legislative level; its essence is debated by
scientists. It has been established that mentoring is a process that involves active interaction between the mentor and his protégé
and is built on trust and respect; it can take on different forms and types, depending on the purpose, character and personality traits
of the subjects of interaction. In the process of surveying, it was found that informal mentoring is widespread among applicants, for
which parents act as mentors; only a third of respondents turn to teachers for specific issues, and every tenth person has an unsat-
isfied need for mentoring support. The study also revealed the key challenges facing higher education institutions in the process
of forming a mentoring system: lack of personnel and financial resources, lack of scientifically based mentoring interaction tech-
nology and mentor training practices, understanding of the success criteria of mentoring programs and features that make teachers
effective mentors. The practical significance of the study is that its results allow us to determine the position of students regarding
the feasibility of introducing mentoring programs and the availability of appropriate opportunities in higher education institutions.
