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The connection and interdependence of the above-mentioned concepts is traced, and social activity is defined as the broadest

concept. A possible sequence of formation of social activity, life optimism, social success, social self-determination is present-

ed; life optimism is called the motivational base and at the same time the beginning of the process of personal development.

Examples of the manifestation of the studied features and processes in student youth are given, in particular through public

activities, scientific research work, cultural and mass events, sports and creative activities, communication and adaptation.

Popov O. Immersive technologies in social work practice

The article analyzes the possibilities of immersive technologies application in social work practice.

The definitions of «immersive technologies» and «extended reality» are given, their interrelations are established. It is deter-
mined that extended reality includes virtual, augmented and mixed reality, definitions of each of them are provided. The article
indicates that mostly VR and AR technologies are used in contemporary social work practice.

Innovative character of VR-interventions for modern social work is emphasized. It is identified that VR-interventions are
used with people who struggle with substance use disorders, as well as with combat veterans suffering from post-traumatic
stress anxiety disorders. The use of VR technologies in preventive programs, in particular, to prevent bullying, sexual violence,
and various forms of discrimination, is indicated. The possibilities to apply VR technologies during the professional rehabili-
tation of social work clients are pointed out. It is pointed out that the VR tools could be of great use for the formation of social
skills and the ability to self-care. Significant prospects for the introduction of VR technologies into social work practice with
low-mobility population groups, including the elderly, are emphasized.
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It is determined that AR technologies in social work practice are used for the same purposes as VR technologies. Given
the distinctive technical design of VR and AR-tools, differences in their possible application are underlined. Worthwhile pros-
pects for the use of AR technologies for achieving educational goals are pointed out, in particular, for the formation of social
skills.

The feasibility of introducing immersive technologies into social work practice with different categories of clients is indi-
cated. The need to develop special VR or AR programs for solving social work tasks and to carry out scientific research on their
effectiveness is emphasized.
