It was found, that after applying the complex of
subsidiary means the index of regulatory systems tension increased by 44%, indicating that testifies to
the stimulation effect after his use. The presented the complex of subsidiary means of stimulation
orientation will enable improved the training of qualified paddlers.

DubpoLADOVA A. V. Peculiarities of Teaching a Second Foreign Language in Institutions of
Higher Education.

The article considers the methods and practice of teaching a second foreign language,
substantiating its peculiarities while forming speech skills. Special attention is paid to theoretical
analysis of principles of teaching a second foreign language in comparison with a first one in linguistic
institutions of higher education. The notions of negative and positive interference have been clarified
on the basis of latest research in methods of teaching. The essential characteristics of two contrary
kinds of interlanguage transference (positive and negative) have been revealed. The author has
analysed didactic and methodical ways to overcome the phenomenon of interference in learning a
second foreign language. Potential positive transference in terms of teaching two languages (German
and English) has been considered. The importance of students’ metalinguistic awareness has been
accentuated.
