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Different scientific approaches
towards the definition of the
educational law as the independent
branch of law and legislation branch
are analyzed in the chapter.

It is grounded that the
development of educational
legislation system would be a
positive  factor in  improving

efficiency of participation of teachers
in a high school management. The
author considers education as a
specific object of legal action, and the
relations in the sphere of education -
as a subject of a special legal
regulation.

In the field of education the
relationships of educational
institutions management appear,
which are regulated by
administrative law, tax relations - by
financial law standards, property
relations - by civil law, labour
relations between teachers’ staff,
other employees, on the one hand,
and institution administration, on the
other, - are regulated by the labour
law.

educational process between
teachers and students. These
relations are regulated by certain
social standards and policies.

The necessity of introducing
compulsory academic course
«Educational Law» or «Legal
Regulation Of Educational Activities»
in higher education institutions
training future teachers, is actualized
today. Although, from the point of
view of the theory of law, it is difficult
and early to speak about the
existence of «educational legislation»
as a traditional branch of law.
«Educational law» has not yet
emerged as a lever for high
educational institution management.
We can talk about the beginning of its
forming and some efforts should be
put in for the development and
establishment of «educational law»
as a new separate, independent and
special branch of law that should
serve to educational management.

The problem of assimilation and
implementation of the theoretical
provisions of the current legislation
related to the legal regulation of
education in Ukraine, the forming of
skills of practical application of the
acquired knowledge to solve specific
tasks of lawyers is the one of the
main tasks of educational institutions
training professional lawyers.
